Called Congressmen Crooks
Wanted by Police for Break-
ing His Parole.

New York, May 22—A warrant  was
received here from Washington today

calling for -eiaf:res. of Henry W. A.
Page, a wealthy English linen merchant,

!

convicted in Washington a year ago for
libelling members of congress. At that
time he was sentenced to five years’ im-
prisonment and fined $1,000, but was re-
lcased under suspended sentence.

The order for re-arrest, it is under-
stood, was issued on the ground that he
had violated the terms under which sen-
tence was suspended by writing of uis
grievances to the president attacking the
department of justice,

Page’s conviction followed his circu-
lation of pamphlets calling' congressinen
“crooks.” He believed that the courts
had treated him unfairly in giving his
wife the custody of their three children,
after granting her a separation. He meni-
orialized congress asking for the im-
peachment of certain New York judge,
and when the house judiciary committee,
to which his petition was referred, gave
him no satisfaction, he printed and mail-
ed to members of both houses pamph-

lets containing a lurid attack on various
congressmen.
