When A. B. George at New York on Sat­
urday last ran three miles in 15:111-5, 
he did the fastest amateur performance 
at that distance ever recorded in Amer­
ica. This was run on Traver’s Island 
cinder-path, which, when in right con­
dition, is as fast as any in the world; 
but two weeks before, James Kibblewhite 
the English amateur, ran three miles on 
the grass in 14 : 36 4-5. Kibblewliite’s 
time is even faster than the American 
protessional record, 14:51, made by E. J. 
Case, of Hamilton, Ont, but Case’s race 

trotting horse track, entire­
ly unfit for predestnans. The perform­
ance by Kibblewhite marks pointed­
ly the inferiority of the Americans as 
distance runners, for both George and 
Carter—who held the Ameriaan record 
before him—are Englishmen.

GEORGE AND HIS TRAINING.

I met George, the English runner, 
training for the games at Travers Island 
on the grounds of the Manhattan Athlet­
ic Club, at Eighty-sixth street and Eighth 
avenue, yesterday. Speaking of the re­
ports which have been published re­
garding his intentions for the future, he 
said:—“Unless I receive abetter position 
than I am filling at present I will return 
to England next spring. 1 am at present 
employed as night manager in a tele­
graph office and cannot devote as much 
time to athletics as I would like to. In 
fact I am so situated that I will have to 
give up running or give up my 
position. I should be in 
now instead of training. The strain on 
my system has been very great, and 
the wonder is that I haven’t broken down. 
If I succeeded in securing a good position 
that will only claim my services in the 
daytime I will remain in this country; if 
I fail I will return home. You may also 
say for me” continued George, “that the 
report that I came here under contract 
to the Manhattan Athletic Club is false. 
I came here of my own account, under 
contract to no one, and merely upon spec­
ulation. The firm I was with in England 
failed. Wishing to see America and 
thinking that I might benefit myself by 
a trip to this country I decided to come.

Mention was made yesterday of the 
fact that shipments of up river 
lytatoes via. the I. S. S. company’s 
steamers to Boston are beginningto as­
sume quite large proportions. Large 
quantities are also being sent through by 
rail from different points along the I. C. 
R. and N. B. R. On Wednesday six cars 
of potatoes arrived 'here by the Inter­
colonial and were forwarded to Boston 
via. the N. B. R. and M. C. R. Another 
lot of seven cars went through yesterday 
besides 1300 barrels that were unloaded 
from the cars here and reshipped on the 
American boat Seven cars more will be 
sent through to-day.

The potatoes for through shipment by 
rail are generally in bulk; while those to 
bo forwardsd by steamers are generally 
sent in bags. A car load is about 400 
bushels, so that the potato shipments 
from here during the last three or four 
days including those from up river and 
the through shipments by rail amount 
to about fifteen thousand bushels, or 
perhaps more.
