Seattle Company Organized to Carry 
Out This Unique and Important 

Project.

During the coming year stock raising 
on the island of Unalaska, one of the 
Aleutian group, at the southern extrem­
ity of the Alaska peninsula, is to be 
started. On May 1st the first shipment 
will be sent forward by a company com­
posed of Seattle business men. It will 
consist of 500 yearling heifers, ten bulls 
and 500 sheep. The latter will be kept 
apart from the cattle, on the island 
of Unimak, to the southwest of Una­
laska, and separated from it by a nar­
row strait.

The island of Unalaska is ninety miles 
long and forty miles wide, at its greatest 
measurements. Its territory is of the 
undulating character, covered with tall, 
rich grass, such as is admirably adapted 
to the stock raising business. Through 
it courses several goorl-sized streams, fur­
nishing fresh water for the stock.

Fred. M. Smith, one of'the promoters, 
has resided in Alaska, off and on. since 
1865. In speaking of the project at hand 
and the possibilities, together with the 
intentions of himself and partners, he 
said:

“The Aleutian archipelago has the 

most desirable grazing ranges, not only 
from the abundance of the rich and fat­
tening grasses, but also on account of 
the mild winter climate. The mainland 
of Alaska is suitable for the business in 
summer, but the hardness of the winters 
necessitates shelter for the stock during 
this long season, which will entail a 
great expense. These conditions do not 
prevail in the islands. There is not on 
the island of Unalaska a single wild 
animal, which, on the mainland, would 
be very disastrous to young calves.

“The Japanese current runs along the 
southern shore, causing a mild climate. 
The snowfall is very light at all times, 
and frequently disappears from all points 
except the highest places in a short time.

“The local market will increase year 
by year as the number of boats passing 
to and from Seattle and all parts of the 
Orient increase, and these alone will fur­
nish a market which will require a large 
amount of stock to supply. If these 
boats were assured they would be able 
to get their meat at Dutch Harbor they 
would not carry it for from seven days 
one way to twenty days another before 
reaching there.

“There is another advantage possessed 
by this favored locality. Close at hand 
are located the largest and most exten­
sive codfish banks in the world. Codfish 
of the largest size and finest flavor are 
to be found in almost unlimited quanti­
ties so near that sailboats can go out in 
the morning and return at night with all 
they can haul.

“It will be three years after we land 
our young heifers on the island before 
we will be able to furnish any beef. Tt 
is for that reason that we are taking the 
sheep. They will he available after the 
first year. We will also engage in the 
cod fishing business, and between this 
and sheen raising there will be business 
enough done to keep the project afloat 
until our cattle come in for the market. 
To engage in the cod fishing business it 
will require an investment of about 
$5.000 in boats, stores, etc., but this will 
be all. This we are prepared to make, 
and by the end of the present season we 
will be getting our first returns.**
