GIGANTIC FRAUDS.

A Serious Charge A};inst Messrs. Tread-
well in Regard to Gold Mining,

Sax Fraxocisco, July 22.—A. G. Ren-
shaw, a British capitalist, has esmmenced a
suit in the United 'States district court te
recover $45,000. ' He charges that  the sale
of the Bear’s Nest group of mines in Alaska
was aceomplished by  gigantic frands.
He accuses James Creadwell, John [Dread-
well, Capt. James Carrell, M. W. Murray,
. N. Faller and Geo. J. Smith with cen-
spiracy to make the sale by placing gold
bearing rock frem the rich Treadwell mine
in barren mines adjoining, and treating the
ore from a diamend with chlier-
ide of gold te make a shewing ef
rich ere. He asserts he has a confession of
the entire fraud. He declares thabt thcree
British experts were decelved in the salted
mine. Each one reperted it weuld yield a
profit of $1,000,000, The enormeuns ameunt
of money invelved, the prominence of the
parties to it and the charges of fraud
make this disclesure the senmsation of the
day in mining circles.

{The mine was sold to British investers for
$2,600,000 in stock and $1,500,000 in bends
drawing 7 per cent interest. This was in
1887 and ne geld has ever been taken frem
it. [The prejecters of the sale have &e far
reoeived abeut $600,000 in meney.
