“We desire to express sincere con-
{dohneu and sympathy with the rela-
tives of the deceased, the Cunard Com-
| pany and the United States, many of
| whose citizens perished in this mur-
derous attack on an unarmed liner.”

Coroner Hortan said that the first
torpedo fired by the German submarine
did serious damage to the Lusitania
but that, not satisfied with this, the
Germans had discharged another tor-
pedo. The second torpedo, he said,
must have been more deadly, because
it went right through the ship, hasten-
ing the work of destruction.

The characteristic of the Irish and
British people was manifested at the
time of this terrible disaster, the coro-
ner continued, and there was no panic.
He charged that the responsibility

| the whole people of Germany who col-

{laborated in the terrible crime.”

“I propose to ask the jury,” he con-
itinued, “to return the only verdict pos-
sible for a self-respecting jury, that
the men in charge of the German sub-
marine were guilty of wilful murder.”

Captain Turner testified briefly. The

“What precautions did you take?”

“We had all the boats swung when
we came within the danger zone, be-
tween the passing of Fastnet and the
time of the accident.”

“I also had all the bulkheads clos-
ed,” Captain Turner continued. “Be-
tween the time of passing Fastnet, at
about eleven o’clock, and of the tor-
pedoing, I saw no sign whatever of

¢ any submarines. There was some
haze along the Irish coast, and when
we were near Fastnet I slowed down
to fifteen knots. I was in wireless
communication with shore all the way
across.”

Captain Turner was asked whether
he had received any messages in re-
gard to the presence of submarines
off the Irish coast. He replied in the
affirmative. Questioned regarding the
nature of the message, he replied:

“I respectfully refer to the Admi-

/mplty for an answer.”

E’I also gave orders to stop the
ip,” Captain Turner continued, “but
we could not stop. We found that the

FEAR DENTH
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Cunard Officials hold little
hope of more survivors
from the Lusitania.

New York, May 10.—Relatives and
friends of passengers missing from the
Ust of Lusitania survivors were om
hang at the Cunard Line offices early
today hoping for good mews. Some

crime was contrary to Intern
law and the conventions of all civiliz-
ed nations, and we, therefore, charge
the officers of the submarine, and the
German Emperor and the government
of Germany, under whose orders they
acted, with the crime of wilful and
wholesale murder.”
Captain Turner, of the Lusitania,
appeared before the coroner and was
questioned. The coroner asked him
whether he had recelved a message
concerning the sinking of a ship off
Kinsale by a submarine. Captain
Turner replied that he had not.
“Did you receive any special instruo-
tions as to the voyage?"
“Yes sir.”
“Are you at liberty to tell us what
they were?”
“No, sir.”
“Did you carry them out?”
“Yes, to the best of my ability.”
“Tell us in your own words what
happened after passing the Fastnet.”
“The deather was clear,” Captain
Turner answered. “We were going at
a speed of 18 knots. I was on the
port side’ and heard Second Officer
Hefford call out: ‘“Here's a torpedo!’
“I ran to the other side and saw
clearly the wake of a torpedo. Smole
and steam came up between the last
two funnels. There was a slight shock
immediately after the first explosion,
there was another report, but that
may possibly have been dnternal.
“I at once gave the order to lower
the boats down to the rails, and I di-
rected that women and children
should get into them.”

“Bighteen knots was not the normal
speed of the Lusitania, was it?”
“At ordinary time,” answered Cap-
tain Turner, “she could make twenty-
five knots, but in war times her speed
was reduced to twenty-one knots. My
reason for going eighteem knots was
that I wanted to arrive at Liverpool
bar without stopping; and within two
or three hours of high water.”
“Was there a lookout kept for sub-
marines, having regard to previous
warnings?”

“Yes, we had double lookouts.” *
“Were you going a zigzag course at
the time the torpedoing took place?”
“No, it was bright weather and land
was clearly visible.”

“Was it possible for & submarine to
approach without being seen?”

“Oh yes, quite possible.”

Queenstown, May 10.—Preparations
were completed early today for the
public funeral of victims of the Cun-
ard liner Lusitania. Of 140 bodies in
the morgue 76 have been identified,
leaving 64 unidentified. The indenti-
fied dead were bLuried this morning,
but the unidentified bodies will not
be buried until this afternoon.

A train carrying more relatives and
friends of victims arrived here early.
All shops in Queenstown were closed
and had their blinds drawn when at
ten o'clock this morning Bishop Brown
celebrated a high requiem mass in
St. Coleman’s Cathedral in the pre-
sence of General Hill and Admiral Sir
Charles Cook and the members of the
trrespective staffs. The public mourn-
ing was general, nothing but the most
necessary business being conducted.
As soon as the light permitted today
officials of the Cunard Company sent
photographers to take photographs of
the unidentified dead in the morgue.
All the known dead have been em-
balmed.

Sixteen members of the crew of the
Lusitania were buried in a common
grave with the unknown dead.
Frantic search is still being made
among the dead by survivors who are
seeking relatives.
