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with this church. Reviewing those years brings to our minds 
the fact, that much of the Lord’s favor has been with us, in that 
the labors of His servants and people have been divinely recog­
nized in the salvation of hundreds of souls.

But we have also to notice that some unprayed for and un­
looked for expériences bave come to us. God has called several 
of His workmen home, among them some of the most useful and 
fatherly of our ministers.

But sorer trial than this has been encountered, by the estrange­
ment from the Conference of brethren who adopted behefe 
different from those held by the Denomination (causing much 
weakness and harm to the churches), and from whom, after 
years of patient and prayerful, but unsuccessful, effort to effect 
union, it was deemed advisable at the annual session of last year 
to withdraw fellowship. •

In assuming the responsibilities and duties which were upon 
us at the beginning of the year now passed, all hearts were up­
lifted to God in earnest prayer for heavenly wisdom and direc­
tion, and to-day it is our greatest pleasure to record the blessed 
and memorable fact that the Lord has answered our prayers. 
That which for years had been a struggle in the minds of many 
has been overcome, the cloud has been dispersed, light has shone, 
and less than anticipated difficulty has been realized.

It has been a year of more than usual interest and care for the 
ministers and chinches; but from information at hand, all thing» 
considered, we believe it to have been a year of more than aver­
age success. God planted the Denomination, and our faith lays 
hold of (he promise, “ Lo, I am with you alway, even unto the 
end of the world.’’ ,

In submitting my report of the churches in the several Dis­
tricts, I ask for the indulgence of all persons interested.
