It is the opinion of several
members of the committee now that if
certain delegations, representing industries
seriously affected by the lowering of tariff
rates, ‘wish to be heard by the commit-
tee, an opportunity will' be ifforded them
before any final action isitaken.

No Extended Hearings.

There will be no extended hearings,
however, and no opening of the bars to
all of the tariff arguments that might be
introduced for and against the terms of
the new commercial arrangement. Members
of the committee believe that jthe faets
upon which the various items were fully
elicited in the hearings held during the
prepatdation of the Payne-Aldrich bill, and,
that 1o renew extensive hearings upon ,&he{
reciprocity agreement would needlessly
and dangerously delay its consideration
by the house.

As a bill to raise revenue it will be]
subject to amendment and change, unless
a rule of cloture is first put through the!
housge prohibiting amendments and forcing
the ‘house to vote on the reciprocity
agreement as a whole. The negotiations
resulted in a definite and concrete arrange-
ment which cannot be changed in any par-
ticular, without upsetting the balance and
the effectiveness of the whole agreement.

Manufacturers’ Association President |
Doesn’t Like It,

Otttawa, Jan. 27.—That the views of|
W. H. Rowley, president of the Canadian
Manufacturers’ Association, do mot coin-
cide with those who framed the proposed
new tariff arrangement between  Canada
and the United States is evident! from a
statement which he handed out tonight.
“Reciprocity of any kind at the present
ime 18 a mistake,” said Mr, Rowley. “We
were beguiled into this thing.”

Mr. Rowley’s principal contention is
that the time is not yvet ripe for any
reciprocal trade relations with the United
States.

Continuing he said:

“There is absolutely no necessity for any
change at the present  time. But it is
just possible that in the future certain |
changes in the tariff may be advisable. It
is inopportune, however, to readjust our!
tariff with the United States now, We|
should wait until we see what the Dem- |
ocratic party—the new party of power—
is going to do. I

“It s foolhardy to go about revising |
tariffs until we know how we stand with |
the Democrats. Another reason why we|
should not tinker with our tariff at pres- |
ent, is that we are doing very well as!
we are.. We do not want any assistance
from the United States in the manage-
ment of our affairs. They had better
learn first to manage their own. ‘

“Then there is another reason why
these changes should not be brought
about. We do not want anything done|
which - will disturb our well understood |
trade policy with Great Britain and it
looks to me as although the new arrange-
ment would do so. We do not want any-
thing done which will minimize or lessen |
the full benefits which we give Great Bri
tain under the preference and, as I =ay,
it looks as though this agreement would
do that. The new agreement also looks
like an attempt on the part of President
Taft and the United States government
to interfere with the work of imperial
federation. It looks like the beginning of
commercial union between Canada and
the United States, and of no lasting bene-
fit to Canada. Such a step will mean the
wasting of our fopests, fisheries, lands, fur
bearing animals, waterways and other pub-
lic utilities, the same as they have been
wasted in the United States. That is to
say the States. will take everything from
us and replace it with nothing. Our lands
will become barren; our forests denuded
and our rivers dry.

“I have been speaking as a citizen of
this country, now I wish to speak as a
manufacturer with an extended knowledge
of industrial conditions throughout the do-
minion. I want to say that nothing should
be done which will disturb in any way the
life and energy of any industry in this
country. 1 haye been ill and have had
neither the/ chance nor inclination to look
into these new schedules closely, mnor 'to
confer with my associates on the matter,
and am therefore not in a position to
speak with authority or decision on any
