A Man Mnrders His Wife in the

nal===A Remarkable Case.
New YORk, June 16.

Late last night, Francis Gillen, while
walking with his wife in Broome street,
near Elm, stabbcd her in the right
breast, killing her instantly. They were
married in October. He was 23 years of
of age and she 19. They were not known
to have lived unhappily, although Gil-
len is said to have been engaged in many
quarrels since his marrlage. Officer
Mitchell saw Mrs. Gillen fall. She did
not cry out. The husband -started on a
yun as he saw the officer approaching
but was soon captured and taken to the
Mulberry street police station. Coroner
Keenan and Captain Clinchy received
the body and discovered that she had
been stabbed five times in the region of
the heart. When Gillen was asked why
he stabbed his wife he replied that he
did not do it. He declined to answer the
questions of the captain, but repcatcdly
said that he was innocent of the charge.
Gillen Las given the police much trouble
and has been arrested four or five times
for fighting. =~ His wife was a comely
young woman, always quiet and peace-
able and very much devoted to her hus-
band. At midnight Coroner Keenan
visited Gillen in the police station and
asked him why he stabbed his wife.
Gillen replied, “That’s a pretty question
to ask. Youmust prove that 1 did it.”
A four bladed penknife, covered with
blood was found on the sidewalk near
Mrs. Gillen.

Henry Austin, alias Moncrief Waddams,
known throughout Pennsylvania and New
Jersey as the king of horse thieves, end-
ed an eventful career by committing sui-
cide in the Trenton Penitentiary on Tues-
day. Waddams, for such was his real
name, committed more robberies and
stole more horses than any other three
men in the country, and four years ago,
such was the terror of his name, that the
farmers in New Jersey formed avigilance
committee in every county to prevent
their stock from being carried away by
him and his gang. Waddams sprang
from a wealthy family in the North of
England and graduated at Eaton. For
some misdemeanor he was arrested in
Leeds in 1862, and through family influ-
ence was released on condition of his
quitting the country. Then he came to
New York, and after a year of riotous
living, turned out a bounty jumper, and
such was his success that he is said to
have realized $10,000 in six months. With
a portion of this money he returned ‘to
England in cog., and in 1865 came to this
country & second time, bringing a young
and accomplished wife, who fslowed him
in his checkered career with a woman’s
devotion. . Dissipation’ and gambling
again led him into crime. [he wife
followed him fréin” placé “to" place,
and at length was arrested  in
New Brurswick, N. J., on a charge af at-
tempting to aid her husbanl t>» escape
from the county jail in 1872. It mow
turns out that she was themeans of caus-
ing his death. "The act that led to his
last arrest was the theft of a horse and
carriage from a gentleman in Mectuchen.
Waddams was arrested by the Chiel of
Police of Elizabeth, with the stolen pro-
perty in his possession, and while he was
in jail there his wife was a constant visi-
tor. In one of her interviews with him
she smuggled in several finc saws, files,
and some steel wire secured in the back
of a small case containing her photo-
graph. . This feat afterward led to her
commitment by Judge Scudder to the
penitentiary for six months. Waddams
aaving been found gui t/in the Middl=sex
Oyer and Termiuer, was sentenced to five
. years imprisonment. A short time pre-
vious to the discharge of his wife he had
an interview with her, and exacted a pro-
mise from her that she wculd be-true to
him till his term had expired. Recently
he heard from a frien‘ that she lived in
open adultery with a pclitician of Tren-
ton, and he thenceforward became down-
hearted and said that he had not long to
live. A few days ago he feigced sickness
and was sent t- the prison hospital. Be-
fore going he managed to secrete a shoe-
maker’s knife ab-ut -his person, with
which he cut his throat on Tuesday morn-
ing, bleeding to death before the keepers
discovered him. . 5
