MADE STIRRING SPECTAGLE

SALVATION ARMY IN THOUSANDS
PARADED THE STREETS OF
NEW YORK—LAST WORDS OF
THE VETERAN LEADER OF THE
GREAT RELLGIOUS MOVEMENT.

New York, Nov. 8.—Tonight, at a big
open air demonstration, at which ster-
eoptican reproductions of various scenes
connected with his life work was a
novel feature, general Booth, who is to
sail tomorrow for Europe, after what
will probably be his last American cam-
paign, bade his soldiers in Amerieca
to show zeal and affection in their work.

He preferred an open _air meeting
rather than an indoor meeting. He
made an address in which he said that
he believed that no place was better
fitted for the pulpit for his unique dem-
onstration than out doors, where many
of his.army triumphs have been Wwon.
As he stood on the. steps of the city
hall sdrrounded. by hun s. of uni-
formed followers, the gia of dozens
of torehes strikingly showing his tall,
erect figure, but his voice was some-
what husky from the strain of his many
recent public addresses, so that it was
necessary to repeat his words through
a megaphone.

Thousands of adherents and friends
