London, April 21.—The bishops of 

the established Church has long been 
blamed for the apathy with which they 
seemed to regard not only the parodies 
of Roman Catholio rites introduced by 
the ritualists into the churches under 
their charge, but she wholly Roman 
Catholic doctrines which these gentle- 
men tench and of which their ecremon- 
les are only the outer symbol. But these 
lords spiritual have now resolved to 
vindicate their Protestantism and to put 
an end to those “Romish mummeries." 
They do not deny that present constitu- 
tion of their Church was the result of an 
illogical attempt to reconcile two irrecon- 
cilsble principles, but they 
insist that at the bottom there was the 
principle that the Church must be sub- 
servient to the State, and therefore they 
now come to the State, and ask it to 
give them the power to do by force what 
they cannot accomplish by persuasion. 
Your ritualist clergyman in England, 
you must understand, is a very curious 
person. In theory, he regards his bishop 
as bit Father in God, and as the superior 
whom he is bound to obey, but in prae- 
tice, be is much less respectful to his 
bishop, and to the whole Episco- 
pal bench, then Mr. Beecher and Lb 
flock were to that extraordinary council 
of whose doings I have just been reading. 
He declares that the vital principle of 
his faith is submission to “authority,” 
bet when hb lawful superior commands 
him to do anything which he does not 
like, he not only flatly refuses to obey, 
but abuses his superior for venturing to 
command. To-day all over England, 
clergymen of the established church 
every day of their lives perform sets 
which their bishops have forbidden, 
and which the courts have pronounced 
illegal ; and every day they grow bolder 
in their deeds and word*. It is no
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At the lecture theatre of the London 
University, extracts from some of Dr. 
Livingstone’s latest letters were read 
lately by Sir Bartle Frere. The letters 
were addressed to Sir Henry Rawlinson, 
and the portions reed were of interest 
chiefly with regard to the greet geogra- 
phical problem of Africa, and to the 
treacherous and unreliable people with 
whom the writer had to deal. His diffi­
culties, it appears, were not so much with 
the blacks, or original natives of Africa, 
as with the Arabs, whom he found to be 
up to all kinds of dishonesty. Judging 
by his accounts, the Arabs doing busi­
ness in Eastern and Central Africa must 
have reached a high standard of civilisa- 
tion. for he finds “rings” and such like 
combinations among them just as exist 
in Albany, New York and Washington. 
A certain slaving coterie or ring, he says, 
intercepted important letters of his, with 
astronomical observations and sketch 
maps, which letters were never allowed 
to reach their destination. A money 
leader at Zanzibar, on the coast, and the 
Governor of Unyanyembe, inland, “were 
the chiefs of the organization that, being 
interested in the slave trade, did not 
wish success to Livingstone’s explora­

tions. Why they did not take a ready 
method of putting him out of the way 
seems wonderful, but perhaps they feared 
another expedition like that to Abyssinia, 
and they seem to have been civilized 
enough to practise stealing in preference 
to murder.

MORE IRON DISCOVERIES IN BATH- 
LUST.—An extensive deposit of hematite 
iron orc has been discovered on the banks 
of Bolton’s Creek, Bathurst by Mr. Geo. 
Mitchell, of Perth, who in prospecting 
for minerals came across this treasure, 
hidden up to this from the prying eyes

to pay for itself io raking thirty acres of 
stubble. With the improvements made 
to it now and then the rake is being put 
to new uses every year, and its entire 
working is extremely simple. A proof 
of what was thought of this Bake in 
Europe is that at the Grand World’s 
Fair at Vienna last year, it was awarded 
the Medel of Merit, after having been 
put to a thorough test.

Stanley learned of my 
presence only at the Malagarassi, close 
to Ujiji: Not only was information 
burked on its way to you, by notes put 
into Arab packets being extracted, but 
they gave only what was convenient to 
her Majesty's ' Vice-Consul ; and when 
the two heads of the ring were entrusted 
with stores and men for me, the result *- 
might have been anticipated. I think 
that the plunderers, or their estates, 
ought to refund, as was done in the case 
of Baron van der Decken; but this may 
not be agreeable to their friends.”

The new Insolvency Act has been 
printed and laid on the table of the 
House at this late period of the session, 
as if it were not the wish or the inten­
tion of the Government to have it passed 
this year. It is even already hinted 
that it will be held over until next 
session, and a short bill passed to con- 
tinue the present iniquitous Act until 
next year. The following is a synopsis 
of the new bill:

The official assignees will be appointed 
officers of the Court. So far as it may 
be found practicable the Sheriff will be 
appointed official assignee.

There will be one official assignee for 
every County Court District, but in 
places where the business is too large to 
be discharged by one assignee, a larger 
number will be appointed to act as jeint 
If at the first meeting the creditors do 

not elect an assignee, the official assignee

Whatever 
the value of his life and labours as a 
Christian missionary may be estimated 
at, it seems probable that, aa the pioneer 
of the British Empire that is yet to be 
in Africa, his fame will be immortal.
