JAMES HARROD OF HARRODSBURG.

After all the bcmbast of bero worsbipers, it
is astovishing how Jitile it takes to makea
real bero! Like m-py of those important
discoveries in mechagics, which have revolie
tionized the world, the ccmbinations are ¢o
simple, that when men come to reaize them,
the gene-al exclamation is, ¥ Why, pshaw, 1
cou'd bave dope that myself ! No doubt
such wiseacres covld bave done it them e'ves,
but somehow, they dido’t do it! acd what
renders the par.llel still mwe comp'ete is,
thet when the bumble mechenician hes ac-
complisbed the work, bas chsin-d an element
witn & silk-n thread, be Jooks upon the wighty
achieyment as nothing, and is bowed down
with shame that men tbould so wonder at a
thng so p'sin,

Ycour true hero never understands why
men shou'd marvel that be bas only done his
duty, and the plaudits of the crowd are to
him cply 8 heart mckeping commentary up-
op its owp uoworthicess, Why shou'd they
applaud b m to act like s brute,and therefore
been surprised ivto raptures?

Har-
rod bad known for several days that theie
was a8 buotiog  party of Shawagees io the

At apother time his owp w.ry game was
peatly played su:cessfully upon bimself, Ie

Thire wes notbing of ths powp and cir-
cumstancée bere cf adventitious place, to bols-
ter up padded and pretentious oobility, BState
was trampled iv tle bloody mue of umgglc,
apd a!l regalia, but such as natere bad be-
stowed, turned into p'ovgh lives sod signiicant
halters,

I'be ecp'est bere was hand to hand, and
foot 1o fout, with fues 100 stern znd real for a
silken diplomate to scothe, In bis uohoused
wild copdition, the stroog mas wrestled with
the panthex fcr 115 cave, aod took its dappled
bide for cover:ng, Starcted ruffs and white
gloves would bave served ill in such a battle,
‘I'he deatb~bug, whep 1be wkhite man aud the
red man mwet, wou'd have poorly become the
voluptuous. court, spd the blesk, wintry winds
wou!d scarce bave put a ¢hirt on warm,

There was vo dodging bere, the axe was
first swupg by brawpy arms, aod theo a
sheltef rose ; ard, before po dsinty strength
that fed on sylabub, would those tsll
fores s bow, that bread might grow! No
sbaky werve, or eye dulled in the sickly glare
of show, cculd bold the beasy rfle in a viee-
lise grasp, apd guide it clear apd sure as
desth’s own srrow flies.

Here ac'ion. was eloquence, with deeds for
words, sud the glib and oily art of demagogues
Jearos £o cuch lengurge: the axe spoke louder
thao the bopied phruse ; snd forests, thunder-
ing in their fill, rolled out the grandest seo-
tences: the rifle cracked the sharpe:t jokes,
aud staggering bulla'ors roared batbos best
upon the bloody pluin !

One of these meo ¢f pa‘ure; whose large
breic and laxge beart, bard. bapds. sod gumot
sbews, best Gitted them to cope in mastery
with such conditions, was James Harrod, the
founder of Harrodsburg, Keotucky, and ope
of the. poblest of the esrly cowpamicns of
Boope,

Harrod was cne of those persops who make
the r appearance io the worid much as ap oak
tree comes ioto it; nobody bears it grow,
sees it grow, or knows that it js, snd bas a
being uotil tuldenly 8 people look up snd
ficd themselves sheltered bepeath its bougbs,
apd pourished by the puts it rains io bene-
dicticn upop their liesds,

Bo little was kpow of the James Harrod,
that the bistories of thaf time do not esen

powe tte colony frcm whence be eswme, nor
~ evep the preciss yeor in waich be emigrated ;
they oply “koow that ke ceme early with
Beone, w.s most probably 8 Virgivian, went
back to tkat State snd returoed to Kentuck
in 1774, j.ined Colovel Lewis acd his fol-
lowers op the way, end wes with them i the
ba'tle at the mouth of the Kenbawa, and that
io the pext yesr be settled himself op the site
of the preseot town of Harrod:-burg. This
js about the extent of the chronology bearir g
upoo that early pericd of bis history,

But for years before this period the pame
of the sta'wait youog hopter wes familier
slong tle borders, and associa‘ed with that of
Boovoe in tuany a fest of self-deoyiog bardi-
bood and generous chivaley, He was ta'),

He bad wounded a large
bull tbat bad lcfithe berd, and stood at bay
several milss distant, in 2 thick woed; Ilsr-
rod was obliged 10 approach it with great
precaution, for the animal was pow very dzn-
gerous, 8s is always the case when it is bad-
Iy wosnded. £

He bad gained bis position. snd wken in
the very act offiring, caught glimpse of a
warrivr takiog aiw at bim from bebind a tree.
He fired, for it was too late to help that, but
in the same instaot dropped as if killed. The
wairior fired, of course, eod bis bal! made a
bole through the wolf skin cap of Harrod as
be fell. lle laid perfectly ctill, while the
Jndisn, after stopping to load his rifle, ss
they siways do before lesving cover, now ap.
proacbed bim to get Ius scalp, but did o
with characteristic warriness lesping from tree

/10 tree; Le came pear, acd seeiog the body

pesfectly etill, sprang forward, scalping kmife
in hipd, but as he stooped to gresp the scalp
leek, quick as lightoing the loog and power-
fu! arws of Harrod were clasped about bis
peck, and with the suddeo throe of a wakiog
penther, the warrior was cruched io his bercu-
leon bug, and writbed helpless on the ground
benesth bun.

There is yet avother snecdote of bis indi-
vidual prowess, with somethiog of the same
character as those gisen above, which al-
though s househo!d story io Kentu-ky, is not
so well koown elsewbere.

The Stawacees bad made several attacks
upon Boone’s station, agaiost which settle-
ment th-y hadalnays expressed the bitterest
snuno:ity, on accovnt, oo doubt, of of i's bas-
ing bren the first white settlement neld in the
ccuntry. Boone was abseot at tbe Licks,
with a great party of the men cf the station,
mak:ng salt ; the prowling parties of Indians
Lad killed their cattle, driveo 1n thewr bun'irg
parties, apd to shortesed their supplies of
meat, that the little garnson was reduced to
g eat straits.

At 1his juocture Harrod made his appear-
ance uvexpeetedly, on bis retern fiom ooe of
his long expeditions. Findiog the condition
of thugs, he first proposed to soxe of the
remsio:ng men, tbat they shovld accompany
bim tu ose f the pearost depots of meat.
The risk was very great; and Harrod per-
ceivipg from thbe Lesita'i-n, that the mes were
oot willing to o, left the station that pight
aloge, telling the women to be of good cheer,
that he wcul! briog them back meat.

He found gawe very shy 1o the moruiog,
and as'there wus pleoty of Iodians sigos about
be determived to have the first meat he cou'd
get, snd returp with it »s scon as possible to
the relicf of the station. He cane in sight
of a smali berd of deer, which were mosing
28 1f they had been lately startled, and were
still on 1be Jook out ; this caused him to use
great carcumspecticn. It was not long before
be cawe across signs, which induced Lim to
thiok that there were several Indians close
2t band. ‘The daring buoter cared nothing
for the odds but coolly recolsed to have one
of those deer or lose a scalp, and of the
Jatter there surely scemed 1o be a great
likelibood.

‘This would have been foclbardiness with
soy other map, but with Harrod it wasép-
tirely 8 matter of cowse. - He had never
turned aside from his pa'h for the red man,
nor did he ever intend todo so. Ho clamed
those Imntinﬁ.‘rmdo, too, and those deer
were his, il he could win them, and bis be in-
tended they should be,

His circummspection was not a little increae-
the marks of the mocassin on

| The sudden whistleof a deer, followed ]

instantly by the ring of two rifles close on his
left, gave Lim warniog, that the time for bu-
sioess had come. ‘The Indiaas kept close,
and as be wa: peeping cautiously round a tree
endeavoring 1o get a mght of them, a rifle
ball from the right whizzed through the heavy
mass cf black hair that fell down over bis
shoulders, stingiog his neek sharply as it
grazed past. He crouched wmstant'y, and alf
was as still as death for a lorg tume, for the
two on the left had takea the hunt, and lay
close, whi'e the Indian on the right did the
same, while he reloaled and watched for
another chance.

Here was a fix certainly for any common
man, beleaguered on two sides for all he
could tell. But from what is known of Har-
rod’s character, ] hare po doubt Le enjoyed
the fix ; for it was just such a one as he de-
lighted 1o get himself isto, for the pleasure of
getti~g himself out again.

The foot of the tree at which he erouched
was svrrounded by bushes or shrubs abomt
three feet hiph, aod he was obliged to lift bis
h:ad above these bolore he cou'd fire. He
wore his fimous wolf-ekin cap, as usual; and
after waiting till he was cozvisced that there
was 00 chauce of getting a sight of the cau-
ti>us oe, be placed it upon tte muzz'e of his
rifle, and after some prefatory manoeusring
among the sbrubs, to :bow that be was get-
ting restless, gradually snd cautious’y elevated
the cap.

The ring of the three rifles wss almost
simultaneous, as it rose a little abrve the
bushes, avd before the echoes had died away,
tbe deatb-shriek of the warrior on the righn
fol'vwed them into the shadoss. Hariod lay
stdl for a long time again before he concluded
to try the manoeuvre again ; the cap was cau-
tiously elevated agein, and this time dree but
ope fire, for the Indians bad taken warning.
It effected all that Harrod required, however,
for i1 discl sed the (xact po-ition, of these
two. Had be only k-owa the direction
before, but the position, as his eyes had beea
occup.ed io watching the ope on the right
—in less thao hall a mioute, the Indian who
bad fir-d, esposed part of his body in s2nd-
iog home hus rod. Harrod shot Lim through
ibe heart,

Th: other lndiao commenced 2 rapid re-
treat. He got off, bu: Harrod thovght he
carried a tvird-ball wirh him. They bad
been eutirely Ceceivel by the manzeusre of
the cap, and the sursivor was clearly of the
opinion, - that, as they had Lilled two, there
must be several wlite men the;e yet. Har.
rod proceeded at his leisure to dress the
two Ceer they had brovght down, and that
pight entered the station, to the great joy of
all, with a full load of meat.

The benevolence f Harrod seems to have
been equal to bis energy. His hut, one of
the fir-t erected in the country, became at
once the nucleus of a statioo—thi'h r tbe
survejors, the sperulators, the hunters acd

emigracts flocked for sbelter and protection,
aod the r:ames of Harrod-burg and Booges-
borough became the fust identfied in the
winds of weary adventurers of every grade,
to this Jangerous region, wiih the prospect of
rest aud the bope of secu:ity. Other buts
bad rapidly gose up arouud his, un‘il more
secure cefences had become necessary, and a
fort was built.

Tbus, under the shelter of these two names,
Boore and Harrod, the permanent cccvpn-
tion of Kentucky by the white race com.
menced.

But
I bad a husband who had love epouzh for
me 10 bear with my sunplizity, and not scold
when the tread was burced aod the pies
pot fat to eat. Going .nto the kitchen one
merniog, be saw me bating buckwheat cakes
aod greasing the griddie with a piece of pork
oo the end cf a fork. He sa:d nothing, but
went into the woud house, and soon retarped
with a smco'h'y whitted stick, about six
inches long, through the split end of which
be bad passed a folded sirip of white cloth,
and thes wound it arcund the end and tied
it witha bit of string. SoI bada contriv-
ance which could be dipped in melted grease,
azd put it smoo*hly over the griddle.

One day he saw me :couring some knives
with a piece of cloth. “D-ar me!” said he
“gou will surely cut your fingers.” So bhe
coutrived a plan by nsllieg a broad piece of
cork to a spool, for a bavdle, sinking ke pail

I landed in Victoria last Otfober, bemg th-
sole and oaly pa-senger ifi'the steamer for
that place, while the downWard boats were
carrying ther full complisents away from
this part of the contwenit.

Bat frost set in end
destroyed their expectationdi No one could
be fcund to give any ve information
respecting the !en;‘h of the winters. Afer
a time the miners’ provisionk failed, and they
bad to come down to the t for supplies ;
and this fact, with the exaggerated statements
of interested traders, kept up the belief that
good paying mmes wire isbed, or rlse
how could 5o mary wio Fadrem:ined on the
river Come d-wn with fur provisioos,
Ee? Ths ides bectwe'n m the winds
of all Jookers-on ; and ‘we were 21 ready at
the opening of spring to rvsh up 2nd sccure
our fortunes. Sp:ing was, bowever, unusually
tardy. We were led to expect that the
richest deposits of the much desired treasure
wou'd be found m theupper oocuntry. Maoy
went up mn February; but as accounts of
their frozen cendition ifound thiuir way
dowa to those who bad remained at Langley
ol winter, we d'd notsterl waul the fourth
day cf April. We boug't a cence,2nd took
provisions safficient to 'ast five months, As
we ascended the rivir became more rapid
and dangerous. ‘T'be minicg region commen-
cesa few mdes below Fort Hope acd the
richest depos'ts are lovnd between this piace
and Yalz, 2 d:stance of some fiftecn miles;
aod I may say these places bave been the
means of making fools of tens of thousands of
bardy adventurers, philosophised that the
dposits here found bad becn washed down
the riverand consrquently that bigher up
coarser gold would be fored. This idea
was so prevalent among the miners that
many good payicrg claims were abandoned
by their owners, who left for the wpper coun-
try. Sluice boxes, rockes, and tools of
every description, were lying 2bandoned cn
the backs of the river as we passed up, ic-
siring us to stop acd take possession.

With a hook
fize! in the crevices of th: rock, we had to,
pull alocg at these ntervels of quiet one,
moment 100 soon or too late wou'd prove
fatal. At various pomts where the river had
to be crussed, we had to pul' and use every
effort, and ca'culate the streagth of the cur-
reut, to m:ke the crossing in the right
spot. At other times we bhad to
climb over rocks some huedreds of feet high
and tow the boat in many in<tances with th:
rope 1n our teeth, aed our fisger ends in the
crev ces, palliing ourselves up rocks almost
perpeacicular ; or at the best on am inclised
plain, much steeper than the common bouse
roofs. Some five boxts with their cargo
weie lost which were n  company with wus,
the mines Ele higher we a:cended, the worse
they paid ; acd the estravagent prices of food
prevest d th-fpos-ivilicy of any success,, Not
more than $3 50 on an average could be made,
Coucting the time and expenses in getting
in and out to the upper mines we are losers
by the ualert king. We shall bave toaban-
doa the m'nes aud turn cur attention to other
resources of the country such as timber, fish,
and coal and afterwards the prodects of the
soil. The distance we went up the river
was to the Forks of Thompson asd up Thomp-
802.At the Forks tbe high m-uatam: which
con‘inue all aloog the river from the mouth
of Harrison river, tow cease, and it becomes
what you would terma hilly country. There
are flats along the river in moany places
among the mountains, but so sma'l in com
parison lo the length, that it will oot be
adupted for settlement, as it would be too
scattcring.  From the mou h f the river 1o
Harrison River, some sixty miles, there is
a great deal of bottom land adapred for graz-
ing farms. There are syme very good rich
tand i the vicinity of Laegiey, Quensborongh
aod the Harrison River, bat the country is
altogether differest to Canada. Here the
good spots lie at the foot of the high mouo-
tiins or on the rirers. Our lands 3re kept
back, and not one foot hus been so'd or «
Line surveyed. The Government 1s plotting
our ruin. Our miaers are leavmg the conctry
and but a few hundreds remain, but we do
not despair. ‘We have good fand, a good
clinate, most delicious in  spring, and very
mild in wiater, although wet. Itis well
adapedl for atock raismg. We bave fish
1 our streams which jndges say are second
to none ia the world. e have t'mber the
very best for ship building, and plenty of i,
We have a market for thisstaple in Chisa,
the lndies, Australia,aod Oceanta. For our
fish, when fishiesies are established, we bave
a gond market io the Sandwich lslacds - and
Oid Eogland. ' Hoping you are well, ‘and
with best wishes for your prosperity,
1 remsin yours &e.,
W.CLARKSON.

All the efforts of
the selfish California press carnot disguise the
fact that these gold regioms are probably
co-cxtepsive with the Rocky Mountain range
nearly a thousnd miles long'and & couple of
bundred broad wi'hin Britiswterntory. Aad
on t2e road to this irresistable attraction to
the adventurer lies the foest tract in the
world of hill aed da'e, woodland and prairie,
natural roads and navigable: waters, nearly
all fit for immediate develcpement, with
scarcely the prehiminary trouble of clearing
acd reclaiming ; snd possessing & climate con=
staatly wmproviog as it vears the Pacifi:, and
free from those heavy drawbacks of occa-
sional barren wastes aad wadrainable mar-
shes, which render valueless the © Ubpited
States territory similarly placed geographi-
cally.

Th-re dre two important sections of coun-
try between ourselves and the Pacific—pot a
great extent vor presenting serious diffica'ties
— which still remun to be rendered available
for locomotive power. Thoe first is the three
bundred mi'es between Lake Superior and
Winnepeg, which cau be travelled in canoes
with some not very troublesowe portages ;
but where ws believe aroad is con'emplated
{or pearly the whole distance, as the least
exp:miive undertaking. The other section
is that from the Saskatchewan, across the
Rocky Mountain passes to the mnavigeb'e
waters of Fraser River, said to be about six
tundred mles. For the greater part of both
these sections a mmtural road already ex-
ists; 8o, free, from = difficulties 1n its long
sweep ofpravie,and so gradual in its rise
towards the moun'aios; that the veryidea of
its being considered impracticable has never
been urged. The mountain patses indeed
were thought formidabie until Ballser’s and
Thompsoa’s explorations became kmowa to
the world, whena'l doubt and apprehension
ven shed at oace.

respect lo any goods, wares or merchandise
whatsoever, shall be puui-hed by :mprison-
ment in the Commoan Gaol for a term not
exceeding 1x mooths, or in the Pemtentiary
for & term vot exceeding six years,

2—Every peison Who shall veud any
goods, wares or merchandize, having thereon
avy forged or coucterfeited - private mark,
token, stamp or label purporting to be the
private mark, token, stamp or label of eny
other person being a 1esident of this Province,
koowing the same at the iime of the purchase
thereof by him to ke forged or c.unterfeifed,
shall be gui'ty of a misdemeanor, and shall
be punished by impriscoment i the Common
Gaol for a term wot exceeding six montbs, or
