THE SEAWANHAKA DISASTER.
NEw YoRE, June 29.-lt appears thatthere

were three hundred or more passengers ou
board the stoamer Seawonhaka vhen as eteck
ire last venlng, and tha numben of dead b>
he disaster la varionsily estirmated at from
orty t eone hundred. Several were burned
a death, but the majority lost were drowned
n the rapid current. Some passengers say
here was au explosion which they distinctly
elt and heard; others say thera was a strange
ifting of the dock, as of a gontle pressure,
fllowed by a hissing noise, as of steam
scaping. Ail agiee, however, that a few
moments afterwards the flames were seen lu
ho mighborhoodof the enginerocin. What.
ver may have been the cause of the explo-
son, if there was one, it la certain that the
ollers remained intact, for the wheels kept
moving. The captain was at the wheel, and
mu the boat upon a low marshy island called
unken Meadows. The passengers aft had
been drivan by the flames into the water, but
nost of those in the fore part of the boat did
not get off until the boat grounded. The
aptain of the boat, Charles P. Smith, did
verything possible for the passengers and the
oat, and did not leave the vessel until the
ppor part of Lis bedycvas erloualbs rneS.
He la lu the heapîtal, covered with oll-soaked
andages. He saya there was a dui, heavy
xplosion. Sixteen bodies Lave beenare-
overed near the acene of the calamity and
tourtean pensons are misstug.
Thoe vho vent a mte rescue describe the

cene as horrifyiug. The half burned and
corched human beings running about the
teamer, afraid to leap into the water, and
pparently too crazed te save themselves;
alf burned and Insensible persons found
oating in the water were rescued, and every-
hing known ta human 8ki was applied by
octors of the Island hospitals te resuscitate
hose lethargio or alleviate the suffering of
hose burned. Nurses of the hospitais and
mployes on the Island opened their ward-
obes and gave freely their clothing.
