A PROCLAMATION.

wTHEREAS, the meeting of Our Pariliament of Canada stands prorogued to the
FoRT-H day ol the month of FEBRUARY Lex1 , NEVERTHELESS, for certain

causes and considerations, We bave thougbt fit further to prorogue the saine to THURs-
DAY, the NINTH day of /the month of FEBRUARY neXt, so that ne:ther you, nor any of
you, on the said FoURTU day of FEBRUARY next, at Our City of Ottawa, to appear
are to be held and constrained : for WE DO WILL T1IAT yOu and each of you, be as to
Us, in this matter, entirely exonerated ; coin manding, and by the tenor of these pre-
sents enjoining you, and each of you, and ail others in this behalf interested, that on
THuRSDAY, the 1NINTH day of the month of FEBRUARY next, at Our City of OTTAWA
aforesaid, personally you be and appear, for the DESPATCII oF BUSINESs, to treat, do,
act and conclude upon those things whieh in Our said Par!iament of Canada by the
Cormon Council of Our raid Dominion, may, by the favour of God, be ordained.

IN TESTIMoNY WHEREOF, We have caused these Our Letters to be made Patent, and
the Great Seal of Canada to be hereunto affixed. WITNESS, Our
Trusty and Weli-Beloved General Sir PATRICK LEONARD MACDOUGALL,
Knight Commander of Our Most Distinguisbed Order of Saint
Michael and Saint George, Administrator of the Government of
Canada, and Commander of Our Forces therein, &c., &c. At Our
Government House, in Our City of OTTAWA, this TwENTY-FOURTH
day of DECEMBER, in the year of Our Lord, One thousand eight
hundred and eighty-one, and in the Forty-fifth year of Our Reign.
