manner, choose by lot seven Members from the said panel of twenty-four;
and the said five Members and the said seven Members so chosen, shall
form the Court under the presidency of the Judge for the trial of the 40
election petition so fixed for trial, as aforesaid. The said Clerks shall
forthwith notify the Members so chosen to form the said Court, and also
report their names to the Speaker of the House of which ho is Clerk at
the next opening thereof, who shall cause the same to be read aloud to
the Ilouse.
