The show wenton, but not without
controversy. On Sept. 3. the head
of our committee went back to
City Council, along with about 20
other women and children and let-
ters of support from many
women’s groups, and convinced
council to re-examine their policy
on the type of entertainment they
allow. The Women’s Committee
and the coalition of women’s
groups it represents on this issue
wants a policy banning sexually
exploitive events from publicly
funded arenas.
