Negotiations are under
way between Mississauga

Negotiators for
Mississauga and the
Amalgamated Transit
Union, Local 1572 have
met twice in preliminary
discussions.

The union presented a
list of requests and the city
replied with an offer
presented last Friday.
Both sides met yesterday
to continue discussions.

Barry Hindson of Local

As well as wages, one of
the primary concerns of
the union are the city’s
rules and regulations, es-
pecially involving suspen-
sion.

The designation may
help person who did not
realize he owns a historic
property, Adamson said. It
would then serve as notice
that any renovations could
damage the nature of the
home

THE REASONS FOR
THE PROPOSED DESIGNATION:

The Lewis Bradley Pioneer Museum is recommended
for designation on the architectural grounds that it is 8
well-preserved example of a salt-box style farmhouse.
This simple gable structure with its roof-line extension
represents the settler's second home. The historical
grounds for designation are that it was built by Lewis
Bradley, a United Empire Leyalist. He received the ti-
tle to the Crown Grant in 1811, but did not build this
house until c. 1830. He is representative of many ear-
ly settlers in the Clarkson area

Anthony The . deputy planning
commissioner, John
Dorrell, noted that his
department has completed
an inventory of homes in
Meadowvale as part of a
Secondary Plan being
prépared. After much dis-
cussion, the city is
proceeding with terms of
reference for the district
plan and Dorrell suggested
the LACAC group add its
input. Dorrell hardily en-
dorsed .the report
prepared by the three
LACAC members.
