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information received had made It olcar that the Haste had pursued 

a rigorous and brutal oaapalgn against the jews. The true fasts 

were only known In Germany, but It eeeaed elear that prosecution 

had been Intensified In oemanyand German-occupied territories sinee 

last spring» This was evident in the mass deportations, the raiding 

of ghettos, and the evidence of mass executions. Asoordlng to one 

unofficial estimate, of the six and a half million Jews formerly 

resident In Germany and In what are now Gsrman-ooouplsd territories, 

fewer than two-thirds ntlll survive. The remaining Jews had been 

used as slave labour, while those with special skills were used 

In German war Industry. The Polish Government In London had taken 

up the cudgels on bshalf of Polish citizens of Jewish race. The

first essentiel step was to defeat Germany and thus liberate the

jews of vurope from Nazi control. The Allied authorltlea had been

reluctant st first to issue a declaration of this sort for fear of

worsening the position of the Furopean jews. The developments of

the last few months, however, had made the déclaration, with which

Canada had associated Itself, necessary.

Off-the-record, >’<r. ''.'rong 

said that In nie personal view he was dubious of the effectiveness 

of such proposals at the present time.
