The Praise of " Red Herring,””
written, it is said, in gratitude for

money lent the author by the peopla,

of Yarmouth and by way of payment
of the same. Here the herring’'s
claim ~ to royal estato is duly  sct

forth in bombastic language suited’

to the ‘dighity of the theme and,
truth to tell, the satirical mood of
the writer. Shorn ef Nash’'s rhetori-
cal extravagances, this, briefly, ‘is the
atory of how the herring came by
the crown:

It appears that ence upon a time
ail the fish of the sea had occasion
to choose a king to lead. them to
battle. To do so, says Nash, ‘'be-
shackled mightily their fishy wits,”’
for their claim was hedged round
with limitations. No ravening fish,
for instanece, must they choose, lest,
having destroyed their # foe, he
should eat them also for change of
diet. He must, moreover, be one
well known to them all by reason
of his wide sea wanderings, one, too,
whom they could depose when they
listed should he begin to tyrahnize.
Now, none . met these requirements
gave the herring; hénce was he pro-
claimed king of fishes by the unani-
mous vote of all the fishy commun-
ity—all, that is, but ‘the plaice and
butt, ‘who, being jealous, made Wry
mouths at Master Herring instead of
shouting ‘‘God save the king!’" with
the rest and who have had, as every
one knows, wry mouths . for their
mocking ever since. In such fashion
was the herving raised to the kingly
throne, and hence wears he to this
day, says Nash, a coronet to mark
his kingship; hence; too, ' goes he
forth always with an army and,
