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‘Eastern Front Will Soon be Scene of

Terrific Encounter Between Teuton
Forces and Russian Army, Which
Has Already Gained Considerable
Ground in That Region

By_Courier Leased Wire.

New York, Oct. 21.—The London
correspondent of the Tribune cables
as follows:

The greatest battle in the world's
“history is about to be staged on the
eastern front, in the opinion of high
military-officials here. After months
of manoeuvring, nearly seven mil-
lions of men have come to grios
along the  almost unbroken front
from Riga to the Danube. Hand to
band fighting of the most violent
character is going on on the whole
length of the 900 mile line. The next
three weeks will probably see the
climax of this struggle.

So far there is no inclination of

definite result, though the Rus-
aians unquestionably are slowly
aining ground, The chief Russian
movement seems to aim at the en-
velopment of Halicz from the north,
and the cutting of Teuton limes of
communications between that strong-
hold and Lemberg. That the attacks-
of the Czar’s troops are succeeding
in slashing the enemy’s defenses at

some points is indicated in no un-
certain manner by the sudden and
hurried transfer of the German third
guards division to the Halicz sec-
tor from Lemberg; where they had
hitherto been held in reserve. In
Volhynia the Russians have made a
dent in the enemy’s line near Czeri-
any, fifteen miles southeast of Ko-
vel.

.The German guards were hurled
at the Russians to-day and succeeded
in wresting away an important
height on the west bank of the Nar-
ayuvka. More than- 2,000 Russians
were taken prisoner. Observers here
lay emphasis on the value of the se-
vere Russian winter to the Czar’s
troops. This period will prove, as it
has proved in the past, of immense
value to the Russians and of little
value to the Teutons. For the Rus-
sians it means the accumulation of
great shells supplies and the train-
ing of new armies of reserves, It
means that when warm weather re-
turns the Czar’s troops will be ready
for another supreme effort that wiil
tax the ene!uy to the’ uttermost \
