. In the Saturday Evening Post, Phil-
adelphia, Senator John J. Ingalls dis-
cusses the pcter and pecullarities
of Sumner, C ing and Evarts. Here
is what he says of Conkling: -

The self-consciousness ' of Roscoe
Conkling was quite as egregious as that
of Mr. Sumner, but his egotism Wwas
tinged with vanity and compounded
with scorn, contempt and disdain. He
was a past master in the gentle art
of making enemies and well versed in
the vocabulary of derision’ and batred.
Hamlet might have had him :n mind
when, in his soliloguy, he mentioned
among. other things that make-life not
worth living, “the proud man's con-
tumely.” The hinges of hie knées were
not pregnant and he had none of the
thrift that follows fzwning. When I
first knew him he was in the meridian
of his great powers. He possessed an
extraordinary assemblage of physical
and intellectual attributes that made
him by far the most prominent, pictur-
esque and impressive figure in publie
life.

His presence was noble and command-
ing; his voice and elocution were su-
perb; his bearing and address some-
what too formal, but marked by dig-
nity and grace. His vocabulary was
rich and ornamental, ‘sometimes almost
to the borders of the grotesque, but
fertilized with appos.te quotations and
aliusions that showed ¢wide reading,
especially in poetry, romance and
drama. ‘Some hostile critic described
one of his speeches as a “purple earth-
quake of oratory.” . |

In that state of moral typhoid which
always follows great wars, an era of
profligacy, of sudden wealth at the
price of honor, of “credit mobilier,” and
Star Route ecandals, he was net con-
taminated. He walked through the
furnace with no smell of fire upon his
garments. !

Toward the end of his career in the
senate he fell out with the newspa-
pers and sometimes, when he arose to

When Thurman once asked him in a
debate on some legal proposition why
he kept looking at him all the time,
Conkling replied with elaborate rasliéry
that he turned him as the source and
fountain of the common law as, at the
call the Muezzin, the Mussulman
turned to Mecca.

Another favorite butt for his chaff,
banter and ridicule Wwas Judge David
Dav.s, a native of Maryland, who mi-
grated early to Ilitnols, where he laid
the foundation of the immense fortune
by sagacious investments in farming
lande. He was an original frend of
Lincdln’s and a delegate to the con-
vention that nominated him for the
presidency. Riding with him bnce from
Bloomington to Quincy, he gave me a
most intereting inside history of the
movement for Lincoln, one of the ex-
traordinary facts being that the entire
expense of his nomination, including
headquarters, telegraphing, music, fare
of delegations and other incidentals,
wae less than seven hundred dollars.

He was a Falstaff in proportions and
good nature, and the best guesser in
American polities. Lincoln appointed
him justice of the supreme court in
1862. The greater part of his active life
was passed on the bench, where he was
dccustomed to have the last word and
to delivering opinions rather than de-
tfending them—which is not a good pre-
paration for the deliberations of the
senate.

He wae amn {inveterate compromliser
and composer of strife, which led Conk-
ling to allude to him in debate as “the
largest wholesale and retall dealer in
political soothing syrup the world had
ever known!"”

Later in the discussion of the same
measure, Davis interrupted Conkling
by way of correction or anticipation,
which Conkling resented by quoting,
oré rotundo, two lines from “one of
Watts’ hymns:

“He knows the words that I would
speak
Ere from my opening lips they break!”

To Davis’ elephantine attempt to
smooth over his break by some far-
tetched eulogy, Conklng replied:

“prajse undeserved is censure in dis-
guise™

The ‘sterfographer did not recognizse
the fuotation;” so that one of Alexans
der Pope's Mgt polished lints gtands
as an origindl, extémporanecus phrase
of Mr. Conkling's.

It seems incredible that a personage
of sych vast and unusual powers,
who for twenty years Wwas a most
prominent actor in the great drama of
public affairs, who filled a large epace
in the thought of the people, who was
caricatured, lampooned, - praised and
reviled without stint or measure, should
bave faded so absolutely from the
memory of men. Even to those of his
contemporaries who surviye he has al-
ready become & gorg:ous reminiscence,
