St. Basil, Madawaska county, and
stationed at Caraquet.

In those days there was no regular
Eyﬂicun between Chatham and

thurst, and few anywhere in the
province. Each priest, therefore, was
obliged to have some knowledge of
medicine, and many of them became
very proficient in the healing art.
Father Morrissy's first charge was as
assistant to Very Rev. Vicar General
Paquet. He had been recommended
to Father Paquet by KFather Mac-
donald of Chatham as a younF man
peculiarly adapted for medical prac-
tice. Father Paquet, who was the
most skilled of the clerical practi-
tioners of his time, gave the young
assistant every opportunity of practis-
ing, and. finally handed over that
branch of the work entirely to him.
Father Morrissy acquired great skill
as a physician, and also possesséd in
wonderful degree the gift of healing
without medicine. His powers became
known far and wide, and multitudes
flocked to hiin and were benefited,
Catholics and non-Catholics alike
applying for and receiving his help.

Some doctors at last secured  legis-

by any but licensed physicians, but
an exception was made in the cases of
Father Morrissey and an aged Presbhy-

town. No member from Northtim-
erland or Gloucester Counties would
have stood any chance of re-election
had he voted to stop Father Motrissy’s
work among the sick.

Father Morrissy's second charge
was at Bathurst and his third at
Indiantown. About thirty years ago
he settled at Bartibogue, where he
remained till sickness necessitated his
removal to Chatham hospital, His
memory will long be cherished among
those who knew him and among their
descendents. The remains of the man
of God will be laid to rest in Chatham
on Thursday.
