Mean-
while Mr. Balfour, undismayed, stands
to his guns and says he will not with-
draw, and up to the present time he has
not called a meeting of the Unionist
members, though some of the newspap:rs
this morning say such a meeting will be
called. It is, however, an open secret
that Mr, Balfour has stated that he has
no hopes that such a meeting would lead
to conciliation or harmony.
