The convent=ns, nevertheless, are
attracting the attcmtion of politicians
the country over. They are the
first state conventions of the year to;
be held anywhere in the North or
West. ¥urthermore, they are held
in a state which has furnished some
of the most conspicuous leaders of
the “insurgent” movement in the Re-
publican party and gl the same time
still interests ' the Democrats as the
home state of Willilam J. Bryan.

The Republicans are badly split.

The Vegreville Observer contains
the following report of the meeting
held in Vegreville by Hon. F. Oliver
and W. H. White, M.P.:

Tofield, the big G, T. P. town, forty
miles east of KEdmonton, will be
brilliantly lighted with natural gas
before ' freezing-up time this fall, if
the expectations of its citizens are
realized. Arrangements are now be-
ing made for the piping of the town,
for the distribution of the gas from
the well, which is now being bored,
