The Morrisey first left Bonne Bay
for Bay of Islands on the morning of

In the meantime
the captain and the rest of us, six all
told, held a consultation in the woods,
and it ‘whs. decided that the Captain

to find’ 1ﬁpbitauts. They returiied at
230 after an unsuccessful searchfor
inhabitants, though they had sucgeed-
ed in finding a house in the woods.
The skipper had also endeavored to
again board the schooner but could
not: - Dunn told me that the skipper

was almost played out and that l}e
.was compelled to take a little, rest in

the woods.
We all started off for the house, the

skipper and myself (Gillispie) bring-
ing up the rear. Had not gone twenty

yards when the skipper dropped ;and
could go no further. I called.to the
men ahead, but owing to the fierce-
ness of the storm they could not hear
me. The sKipper could not walk any
further so I had o pull him along,
till we reached the edge of a clift
over which we'both fell and rolled to
the water’'s edge. ;

After a while I managed to’‘drag the
skipper from there to abreast where
the schooner lay a distance of about
% of a mile.

The captain asked me where the
vessel was: and T toxd him we were
just beside her. But he was unable to
gee the craft as the lashes of his both
eyes were frozen together.

I now found myself, saxs Gillispie,
very much done up and unable to get

the skipper along any further. The
skipper wanted me to leave him to die,
after giving me a message for his mo-
ther. Gillispie declared that so long
as a spark of life remained in his body
he would not leave him, though he
thought that by that time he would
be well nigh dead himself. 1 had lost
my sou-wester and the skipper wanted
me to take his, as he said he would
need it no more.

The skipper had lost his mitts so I
gave him mine. Seeing.that I could
be no more help to him,d set out in
the dark and deep snow to try and
find the house in the woods where
the rest of the-erew had gone, and
et them to help in getting along: the
skipper.

The New York American publishes
this morning the following agreement
coched pelween tue Cunard Company
and the Canadian Northern Railway,
which has created interest in steam-
ship circles here. With the competi-
tion of a coast to coast system, the

tion to wrest the larger portion of the
trans-continental traffic .from its riv-
al, the Canadian Pacific. An agree-
ment has been reached whereby the
Cunard Lines, three steamers now in
the Montreal service, and two larger
ones now building, would combine
with the Royal Line and the Uranium
Steamship Companies, the latter con-
cerns being controlled by the Cana-
dian Northern. The new arrangement
means that eleven steamers will feed
the Canadian Northern road, as
against ten vessels that will form the
connecting link between Liverpool,

Antwerp and Montreal for the Cana-
dian Pacific.
