"Bonne Bay Wants
lls Place in llle Sun.

Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—Considering it high time
that ‘the administration of public af-
fairs in this town and district should
be given due publicity,. we ask your
permission to bring the following
facts to the notice\of your readers.
We doubt not that the most casual
congideration of-our case will lead
our fellow-countrymen to the conclus-
jon that the southwest Section, at any
rate, of the District of ‘St. Barbe is
being shamefully neglected and that
we suffer from advanced maladmin-
istration.. There is not a ~single
branch of the public service, as we
know it in Bonne Bay, that gives any-
thing like satisfaction to the people
for whos@ convenience it is presumed
to be conducted, and our case has
never been at all conclusively put be-
fore the House of Assembly in this
or in any preceding session.

IMPORTANCE OF THE /DISTRICT.

The situation leaves the authorities
open to the charge of utter, almost
studied, neglect. Our own particular
section of the district is of more than
sufficient importance to merit treat-
ment at least as good as that meted
out to other electoral districts, even
if we are at present outside the poli-
tical pale. Reference to the fishery
reports affords ample proof af that
statement. = Last fall, for instance,
the herring fishery in - Bonne Bay
alone, in two months, brought up-
wards of one hundred thousand dol-
lars hard cash into the country. Hun-
dreds of lobster factories are operated
along the coast every season, and are
of no mean industrial value to the
country; while in the northern section
of the coast a goodly number of our
fishermen engage in the codfishery.
Apart from marine industries, we
have at Parsons’ Pond a very promis-
ing proposition on -which the New-
foundland. Oilfields, Limited, are an-
nually spending hundreds of thous-
ands of dollars. Added to this also
we have the shale discoveries in close
Qroxlmit,\' to Bonne Bay, which will
bé the shipping port for any industry
established on this area, as well as
for the fully developed Parsons’ Pond
petroleym areas.

THE MAIL SERVICE.

Our mail service, summer and win-
ter, is worthy of someé isolated post
on Arctic shores. It is unnecessarily
inconvenient and -eminently unsatis-
factory all round. This winter has af-
forded a shameful example of the ut-
terly incapable fashion in which this
most importent department is ad-
ministered at St.- John’s. For si
weeks Bonne Bay and-the northwest
coast wére absolutely without mail
‘aeilities.

‘ar as 1he Post; Office departnient was
concerned, but beyond that time it was
quite unnecessary. When the road
was open to Millertown Junction,
mails were taken there on the train

2 ABSOLUTE NEGLECT.

Now, in the first instance, the mails
could easily have been obtained from
Millertown Junction by dog team. It
was often brought from much greater
distances in this way under the old
regime. The feam which goes to
Bonne Bay could easily have left Deer
Lake and gone to Millertown Junction
at any time. Instead of being so in-
structed they were allowed to run in
and out with a practically empty com-
atik or to remain idle at Deer .Lake.
Other relays of teams could have tak-
en: the mail from Deer Lake here and
from hence down the coast, for it is
quite easy to obtain transportation. of
this kind. Or, if this were not judged
advisable, why was not the service
via Port aux Basques commenced as
soon as the blockade occurred on the
eastern end of the Ilinhe?  Are the
minds of our postal officials so set in
one groove that they cannot think out-
side 'it, or so great that their move-
ments are perforce ponderous and
Furthermore, why was not
the mail +for Bonne Bay and points
further down the coast run right
through to Deer Lake when the line
was open to that place? The snow
blockade was not the cause, because
this portipn was clear as early as,
if not much earlier, than any other.
Was the Postmaster General ignor-
ant of the wlereabouts of this par-
ticular mail, or somewhat careless
thereabout in his anxiety to get the
mails to our more favored eastern
countrymen over the snow drifts? Or
perhaps the Reids would not send the
mail through until they saw fit to do
80, in which case he would, we pre-
sume, be powerless in the matter and
‘the onus rest on the Government.

The inexplicable conduct was after-
ward repeated, the mail for here be-
ing held up at Humbermouth from
one Wednesday until the following
Tuesday, there being absolutely noth-
ing except the slowness of the Post
Office folk or of the Reids to prevent
it from being in Bonne Bay on the
same Thursday or Friday, whereas
we did not receive it until the Wed-
nesday week. Again, why the vex-
latio’us and mysterious delay?

WHO WAS REMISS?

An axiom of the Post Office busi-
ness of any country is that it shall
be absolutely safe and reliable 4s re-
gards letters, money and other valu-
ables entrusted to:it for transporta-
tion. That is more, than can be said
of ‘our \ewfouudland mail service, at
least as far as this section is concern-
ed. While the snow blockade was on.
monéy from this and neighbouring
towns, fo the amount of close on ten
thousand dollars, consigned to the
banks and to business folk, lay at
Deer Lake for weeks in a shed that
was not properly protected against
persons of a burglarious turn of
mind. Nor was a special guard set
over the mails while the couriers

fices besides his own. The steamers
call at irregular hours, and in many
instances, more often than not, he
has to be on duty all night to expe-
dite the affairs of his office. In win-
ter he makes up the mails for the
whole coast. Mr. Roberis receives
the very handsome allowance of
