he said the positions of the British 
lines at several points were disadvan­
tageous and that there were ikrge 
numbers of men on duty as grooms 
and officers’ servants; who might be 
used to augment the fighting forces. 
Tennant pointed out that a large 
number of men were required behind 
the lines to move up necessary sup­
plies. The War Office, he said, had 
already adopted a plan of replacing 
younger soldiers with older ones; al­
though this could not be done in every 
case. As to Churchill’s complaint 
with regard to the large number of 
officers’ servants, Tennant said these 
were men like all others had to take 
their places in the firing line. With 
regard to the criticism respecting the 
great force of men kept at hoflie, he 
said they were being trained with à 
view to being sent abroad. If Church­
ill were to investigate this matter, 
Tennant said, he would see that- large 
reinforcements are about to be sent 
out. Tennant then referred to Church­
ill’s recommendation that large bod­
ies of troops be drawn from Asia and 
Africa, saying it was an illusion to 
think such a thing possible. In the 
first place there was not a large num­
ber of men in these regions suitable 
as soldiers in the European war. Even 
if there were it would be impossible 
to procure officers who knew the 
languages and were able 'to command 
them. Moreover, the value of black 
troops was a very uncertain quantity. 
If Churchill would look at the German 
papers he could see how pleased the 
Germans were at the idea of having 
these troops employed by the Allies. 
In reply, Churchill said that when he 
made his speech he had contemplated 
having these armies ready by Septem­
ber, 1917, and believed officers could 
learn the languages by that time.

RELIEF OF SHACKLETON. 1

and must be guided by the opinion of 
those who can decide what number 
of men are absolutely necessary to 
render the country secure against in­
vasion. The Premier added that he 
much doubted whether the dispropor­
tion between men and rifle strength 
was so great as Churchill had repre­
sented it to be. Asquith said the same 
rules were not applicable to the Brit­
ish army as to other belligerents, be­
cause England had to send every mail 
and every ounce of supplies across 
the sea. The Government, however, 
were trying the most effective step 
in consultation with the proper au­
thorities to ascertain the possibility 
of utilizing a large proportion of men 
on the - fighting line, reminding 
Churchill of the number, of men at 
home who are either sick, convales­
cing or in training. Asqiiith met one 
of Churchill’s charges by announcing 
a notable reduction was being made 
in the number of officers and staffs at 
home. He considered the army, the 
country and empire were under a 
debt to Earl Kitchener which could 
not be measured by words, especially 
as when Earl Kitchener had been ap­
pointed to the War Office he told As­
quith frankly he was not disposed to 
undertake the task except as a call 
of duty, and having undertaken the 
task the Premier added, Earl Kitch­
ener IaboVed with zeal and devotion 
beyond all praise. He was not saying 
Kitchener never made mistakes in the 
course of one of the most arduous 
undertakings ever laid upon one man, 
but he said criticisms levelled at the 
War Minister were charges which 
must be brought also against the 
Government. He personally having 
been closely in association with Kit­
chener in all he had done, he accept­
ed a full share of the responsibility. 
There was iio other man .in the coun­
try or empire, Asquith said, who could 
have summoned into existence in so 
short time, with such little friction 
and with sucli surprisingly satisfac­
tory results, the army now in .the field 
as Earl Kitchener. In history it would 
be regarded as one of the most re­
markable achievements ever accom­
plished.

DISCISSION IN THE COMMONS 

OVER KITCHENER’S SALARY.
LONDON, May 31.

In the Commons to-day, 
in discussing a motion to reduce Kit­
chener's salary, charged the War Of­
fice with grave mismanagement, in­
efficiency and defective organization. 
He said that for every six soldiers in 
the Army we have put one rifle leve­
led at the enemy. Churchill further 
complained that while the fighting 
men were comparatively small in 
number, the soldiers were worn with 
service and were heavily burdened 
and severely tried by being sent back i 
to the front month after month, while 
multitudes of fresh men were kept 
home and prevented, either by bad 
management or defective organiza­
tion from being usefully employed 
either at some industry or in the 
field. As one instance he said ins 
own battalion received a draft of 
thirty-live men out of whom twenty- 
six had been previously wounded, this 
at a time when they could see’ that 
there probably wore more than 2,009,- 
000 men at home and elsewhere who 
had not heard the whistle of a bullet.

Reginald McKenna, Chancellor of 
the Exchequer, in a general reply to 
Colonel Churchill’s criticisms, said 
the .only important point raised was 
regarding the number of men kept for 
home defence. He had consulted the 
Adjutant General on the subject, and 
believed he was right in saying that 
it was the same .number that was 
agreed upon by the Admiralty and 
the War Office when Churchill him­
self was head of the Admiralty.

Premier Asquith, replying to 
Churchill's criticisms, argued that the 
possibility of an invasion must be 
taken into consideration, though per­
sonally lie thought that invasion was 
unliifèüy. Asquith said it was risky 
and cannot be left out of account. We
