The _threatening suggestions
that a censorship be exercised
over that section of the press
hostile to the prixent mad ad-
mlmstrahon, made Xy the Ad-
vocate, editorially and by’ con-
tributors, were not without a
motive. The criticism of the
Opposition newspapers was gall-
ing to those who were . riding
rough-shod over everything and
everybody, and having no means
of legitimate defence, they were
prepared to resort to force in
order that their fell purpose
might be accomplished. The
veiled threats of “the Coaker
organ, amplified by the frenzied
shouting of its column writers,
possessed a purpose all their
own. But there was not the
moral courage behind the de-
mand to enforce it. It is easy
for certain people to prate and
rant and use violent language
and overflow with denunciatery
eloquence in an effort to over-
whelm opponents, and it is no
less easy to suggest that such
opponents be locked up or other-
wise prevented from expressing
honest opinions. Yet when it
comes to the point of perform-
ance there are difficulties in the
way, the chief of which is the
unwillingness' of opponents to
be bludgeoned into silence by
unscrupulous politicians either
of the hustings or newspaper
type. Such men would, if they
could, stifle all criticism of their
actions, and put away by the use
of the methods of the dark
ages, all those who do mnot see
eye to eye with their policy, or
who refuse to accept their dicta
as the ultimate guide of con-
duct. ’ -

But there are many ways
that suggest themselves to dis-
eased minds, by which oppon-
ents may beé just as effectively
squelched as being haled to
prison, shot by a firing squad or
more mercifully prevented the
use of free speech by legal pro-
cess. There is the more in-
sidious design of embarrassing
by means of lawyers’ letters, a

;press which claims the right to

be independent and to give the
people a fair, unbiased report of
events actunally taking place, no
less than to kéep them informed
of current happenings, move-
'ments of shipping, prices of fish
and the marketing of the same,
and any and everything which
may tend tc popular advantage.
In purveying this information,
it sometimes transpires that an
inaccurate statement of a cer-
tain 'occurrence i3 made inadver-
tently and without malice or a
desire to injure any individual
or company in the carrying out
of commercial projects. With
such trade confusion as is exist-
ing to-day, it is almost material-
ly impossible to avoid references

so desired—as. damaging to

Ybusiness connections. Most any

subject discussed in a 'mews-
paper can be twisted and con-
torted into an innuendo or in-
sinuation if not ‘hto a libel.

Those who have decided to
adopt this underhanded method
of muzzling 'the press, will
doubtless continue, on the prin-
ciple that constant dropping
wears away the stone. It is an
assassin’s ‘method of getting at
an opponent, and will assuredly
fail of its purpose.
