In the Pork Business.—A few days 
ago Mr. J. S. Armstrong, of Eramoea, 
sold to Messrs. C. & A. Sharpe 100 hogs,

A Poor House.—The County Council 
of Waterloo lately appointed a committee 
to examine into the working of Pcor 
Houses in the U. S. and to report on them.

minations, and he thinks that Waterloo 
would require buildings to accommodate 
from 100 to 150 inmates, and $3000 a year 
to support it.

Feniaillsm to be Crushed out at any 
Cost.

(From the Louden Times.)'
We desire to abstain from any lang­

uage which would cause an undiscriminat­
ing and unreflecting feeling of indigna­
tion ; hut we cannot hut observe that this 
crime removes all doubt as to the nature 
of the struggle in which we are engaged. 
Otir path will no longer be secured by the 
shadow of political consideration. The 
Fenians have cast the glare of a great 
moral crime upon the debatable ground 
which separates ùs, and wc can no long­
er hesitate in what direction to advance 
No man deserving the name will venture 
to adduce political discontent in palia- 
tion of such an outrage as that of Friday. 
It excludes all considerations but one, 
that of protecting by every possible 
method the elementary rights of human­
ity. Warfare , however desperate, is not 
to be waged by these means, and if there 
can be any reasonable and responsible 
persons still engaged in the Fenian con­
spiracy, they are as much interestedAas 
we ourselves in putting down such atro­
cities, It is fair to notice that Burke and 
Casey themselves, when brought up be­
fore the police court on.Saturday protest­
ed their abhorrence of the means which 
had been employed on their behalf. On 
the most favourable view, however, they 
cannot shake clear of the responsibility of 
having employed agents >viio have prov­
ed capable of such an outrage. If they 
arc proved to have taken part in organiz­
ing the Fenian conspiracy, they cannot 
escape the guilt of having deliberately 
let loose on this country a set of whole­
sale murderers. This is a fact wc must 
now steadily face, and which has been in­
delibly imprinted on the publifc mind. 
Wc arc confronted by a gang of reckless 
criminals, who respect no laws, human 
or DiviucT^Vu are far from saying that 
this is the character of all person^who 
have joined the Fénian movement or that 
no other motives are to be taken into 
account in estimating its origin. But 
we arc justified in saying that this is 
its practical issue at the present moment. 
That, and nothing better, is what it 
has come to ; and wo must also add that 
those who, after -the exhibition of the 
characters who have been called together 
by the conspiracy, continue to belong to 
it, cannot be excused from responsibility 
for all its consequences.

This outrage is unspeakably horrible ; 
but to what, wc must ask, except to some­
thing of the same nature, could the 
actions of the Fenians tend? It is im­
possible to dream of carrying on an open 
war against the English Government on 
their own soil, and if Fcnianism, there­
fore, is to coerce us in this country, it 
must by isolated acts of violence, more 
or less murderous, as the occasion 
prompts. The fact is, wc arc remiuded 
by this outrage of a truth which has per­
haps, been too much forgotten—we mean 
that treasonable conspiracies, with ex­
ceptions which can never be taken into 
account beforehand, arc not only the 
highest offence against society, but natur­
ally bring in their train the worst kinds' 
of ordinary crime. Exceptional circum­
stances have brought against us an un­
usually reckless class .of conspirators,

Wc must 
crush that at any cost. This is the first 
condition of political life, and it is no­
where so essential or so justifiable a 
principle as in a country like our own. 
Wc have free constitutional forms by 
which all classes are placed on equality 
and through which all may make known 
their wfongs and enforce their rights. 
To these forms wc refer all appellants,and 
to these all must be oompelled to sub­
mit. This outrage, therefore, will at 
least, have the effect of simplifying the 
course of the government, and strength­
ening their hands. They cannot now hesi­
tate in exerting the utmost vigor of the 
law, and they will be justified in doing 
so, not merely in order to punish the per­
petrator of the worst crime of modern 
English history, but to crush a conspir­
acy of which such outrages, we cannot 
hesitate to say, are the natural fruit.

Ebuption of Coal.—The Leeds (Eng 
land) Mercury’s Hartlepool correspondent 
states that an extraordinary eruption of 
coal has takan plaee on the beach be­
tween West Hartlepool and Seaton Crew. 
Those sands, which arc the resort of vis­
itors during the bathing season, were on 
the 27th ult. metamorphosed to a great 
extent into a coal-field. It will be re­
membered that last winter, immediately 
following a north-east gale, the poor of 
Hartlepool assemblëd- on these sands on 
the occasion of the sea disclosing an 
immense amount of treasure trove which 
had been buried forty years. At that 
time the “scene” was somewhat extra­
ordinary, and many a hungry family was 
nourished during the severe winter by 
the lucky discovery of hundreds of Span­
ish dollars. The scene on Wednesday 
was far more interesting, and the heav­
ing of such an amount of one of the most 
important necessaries of life by the angry 
ocean will be productive of much more 
benefit and comfort to the poor of ‘the 
neighbourhood. It is computed that' 
not less than 1,000 tons of coal have been 
cast upon these sands. From an early 
hour in the morning the beach has pre­
sented a most animated appearance. Near­
ly every cart in the town has been called 
into requisition to carry away the 
treasure, and the banks adjoining the 
railroad heaps have been raised, some of 
them containing from 10 to 15 tons of 
coal. The poorer inhabitants of the town 
turned out with barrows, baskets, sacks 
&cx., and every description of recept­
acles which could be rendered available 
to gather up the the cast up treasure.

Explosion at Clerkenwell.

The correspondent of the New York 
Tribune writing to that paper on the 14th 
ult., thus gives a description of the blow­
ing up of Clerkenwell prison :—

About three o'clock yesterday after­
noon, the 13th of December, three men 
were seen to wheel a truck down G'orpoj 
ration-lane, and on the truck was a cask 
which would have held 36 gallons of 
liquor ; the cask was covered by what 
appeared to be an old white coat thrown 
carelessly across, it might have been a 
bairol of ale, brandy, molasses ; or cam- 
pliqne, in the estimation of passers by, at 
all évents there would have been nothing 
strange in either going down Corporation 
Lane to one of the taverns which are at 
its termination. It was, however, a sin­
gular circumstance that it should be laid 
in the gutter near the wall of the House 
of Detention, and there left. The lane 
being no great thoroughfare, nobody 

ms passed near it after it was 
placed there ; the residents of the bouse 
overlooking it had begun to collect at the 
windows, and speculate about it, and the 
policeman at the end of the street seems 
to have had his eye upon it, but in the 
course of a moment or two, some two or 
three men and à woman emerged from 
James’s Buildings, a court running from 
Corporation Lane into another street. 
One man seems to h^ve approached the 
barrel, with what appeared to be a stick, 
and have set light to a fuse. He and his 
companions then heart a hasty retreat 
through James’s Buildings. A panic 
seems to have stricken the people who 
saw the transaction from the windows of 
the houses.' The policeman, it seejns, 
rushed toward the spot when he saw the 
man at the barrel ; but, before he could 
reach it, a terrific explosion was heard 
and felt, and this arrested his progress 
and prevented the arrest of the criminal. 
Some of the London papers, I observe, 
state that the principal force of the explo­
sion was expended in a north-westerly 
dhection—that is to say, away from the 
prison. I do not agree with them. A 
breach was made in the enormously 
thick prison wall at least forty feet wide, 
and the bricks which composed the wall 
were carried with such force to the main 
wall of the prison, at the other side of 
the yard, that-1t looks as if it had been 
peppered with grape-shot all over. Every 
pane of glass in the prison was broken, 
the cells being inclosed only by bars. 
The very slates of the roof were carried 
away. Had the prisoners been in the 
yard taking their exercise, as was expect­
ed by the perpetrators of the act, they 
would certainly have gained their .free­
dom, but I incline to the belief that it 
would have been a freedom from all con­
nection with this world, and one which 
would have sent Burke and Casey to join 
their comrades recently executed at Man­
chester. I have, therefore, described the 
outrage as an insane one. The prisoners, 
however, were not in the yard ; singu­
larly enough, no living being was in the 
yard, and except that a prisoner confined 
in liis cell was struck by a piece of brick 
which came through his window, the 
damage to life and limb was confined to 
the outside of the prison walls, on the 
other side of Corporation lane. However, 
the result was most disastrous ; the two 
houses bordering upon James’s Buildings 
and immediately behind where the barrel 
was placed were completely riddled, the 
broken furniture from three floors lies in 
a mass of rubbish on the bottom floor, and 
the roofs' were blown off. The walls 
stand, but in so tottering a condition, that 
the storm of rain and wind now prevail­
ing will probably level them with the 
ground. I noticed that two engravings 
bung upon the wall of the lower room 
uninjured, although a mass of crockery 
and glass on some shelves adjoining was 
shattered. These seemed at all events to 
attest the loyalty of the now homeless 
occupant. One was a description of the 
coronation, -the other the wedding of Her 
Most Gracious Majesty Queen Victoria. 
The next house in ah easterly direction is 
not~& pile of bricks and mortar are the 
only proof that it existed. This might as 
well have been the fate of the whole 
street, for every house was rendered ten­
antless and useless. To the street turn­
ing up the back of Corporation-lane the 
same remarks will apply. To those 
houses, which were each occupied by from 
three to five or six families, and it is no 
exaggeration to say that hundreds of poor 
l>eople were rendered homeless last night, 
their “ little all ” ruthlessly destroyed. 
At the east end of Corporation-lane there 

a junction of half a dozen streets, simi­
lar to the cross streets in Bever-st., near 
to Delmonico’s, in New York. For five 
hundred yards down each of these streets 
the windows of the houses have been 
entirely destroyed, and the houses them­
selves, which are all very old, have been 
terribly shaken. Several poor old women, 
seeing me with a note-book, and mistak­
ing me for some official personage, anx­
iously inquired of me who was going to 
“ pay the damage ?” I suggested an ap­
plication to the Fenian Head Centre of 
the district, but this did not seem to sat­
isfy them, and it was perhaps a heartless 
joke, and I apologized for it. Her neigh­
bor, she told me, had a stable in Corpo­
ration-lane. and was killed while in tne 
act of putting up his horse ; and another 
neighbor had lost his own thumbs, two 
of his children, and all that he was pos­
sessed of. From thirty to forty persons 
lie-in a more or less dangerous state at St. 
Bartholomew’s Hospital in West Smith- 
field, and at the Royal Free Hospital in 
Gray’s Inn-lane ; four children lie in a 
dangerous state at the Clerkenwell Work 
house, and 16 other poor little wanderers, 
who were unhurt but who had no home, 
are also sheltered at the same institution. 
Scores of small shopkeepers, who had laid 
in their Christmas stock of wares have 
been ruined ; trade in the immediate 
neighborhood has been almost entirely 
stopped, and just at the time of year when 
the working-classes stood most in need of 
the proceeds of their labor. One trade 
alone seems to flourish amid the wreck 
and ruin—the whisky shops at every cor­
ner are driving a roaring trade. If their 
glass utensils were broken, they have 
quickly obtained a fresh supply, and some 
of the poor ruined mechanics are foolishly 
trying to keep their spirits up by pouring

Paris, January 2.—-A deputation of the 

Corps Legislatiff, with the President of 
the Chamber at their head, waited upon 
the Emperor on New Year’s day. Presi­
dent Sneider made the customary address 
of congratulation. The Emperor in reply 
urged upon the members of the Legisla­
tive body the speedy and final passage of 
the bill for the reorganization of the army, 
which he declared was indispensable to 
the safety of the empire.

Florence, Jan. 2nd—In a public speech, 
yesterday, king Victor Emmanuel de­
clared that it was the unanimous duty of 
Italy that Rome should be the capital of 
the nation, but the treatment of the ques­
tion demanded patience on part of the

St. Petersburg, Dec. 28th—Official ad­
vices to the Hon. Cassius M. Clay, United 
States Minister to Russia, and dated Pe­
kin, Nov. 23, announces that the Chinese 
Empire has determined to send a special 
embassy to tho Great Powers. It is pre­
sumed that the purposes of the embassy 
is to revise the treaties between the great 
Powers and the Empire of Chipa, and the 
many complicated questions which kwe 
arisen under said treaties during several 
years past. »

Paris, Jan. lSt=—The Baron Von Goetz 
was received to-day by the Emperor Na­
poleon as ambassador of Prussia and of 
the Confederation of the North German 
States. The Baron assured the Emperor of 
the earnest desire of His Majesty the king 
of Prussia for peace and for close relation 
ship with France. Napoleon, in reply, 
expressed in warm terms his approval of 
the unity of Northern Germany, and 
hoped the Baron would continue to pro- 
mote.peaceful relations between Prussia 
and France.

Florence, Jan. 1st—King Victor Em­
manuel, in reply to an address of both 
Houses of the National Parliament, says 
Italy is now passing through a crisis sur­
rounded by her foes ; but he hopes for all 
good results, and advises the Parliament 
and the people to be calm.

Baron Marochetti, the sculptor, is dead. 
Vienna, Jan. 2—The Government, lias 

forbidden the recruiting within the Aus 
trian empire of reinforcements for the 
Papal army.

London, Jan. 2nd—Despatches received 
to-day give particulars of another Fenian* 
outrage last night, in the county of Cork, 
and near the city of that name. Under 
cover of darkness, a large party of the 
brotherhood attacked the house of Mr C. 
Mathew, brother of the late Father Ma­
thew. Happily, the family of Mr Mathew 
were apprised of the villaim.se scheme of 
the Fenians in ample time to successfully 
repel the attack. Quite a large force was 
collected and concealed in the mansion 
and on the premises. When the marau­
ders came up they were met with a gall­
ing fire, and they incontinently fled. Sev­
eral were wounded, but they were car­
ried off by their comrades. The motive 
for flie assault, whether murder or plun­
der, is not known.

Paris, Jan. 2—On New Year’s day the 
ambassadors of the Foreign Powers now 
in Paris, were reeeived in a body by the 
Emperor, at the Palace of the Tuileries. 
The Papal Nuncio, speaking for the dip­
lomatic corps, assured the Emperor of 
their good wishes for himself and for the 
ImperiaPfamily. The Emperor, in reply, 
said he was happy to again begin the 
New Year,, as heretofore, surrounded by 
the reymgentatives of all the Great Pow­
ers, and to once more re affirm, by this 
interchange of assurances, the friendly 
relations which existed between France 
and their respective governments. The 
Archbishop of Paris, who was present, 
prayed that God would preserve the life 
of the Emperor as a guarantee of peace. 
He said the progress of religious and 
moral ideas in France was the only safe 
basis of the throne. To this the Emperor 
responded, in these words—“ The wish 
deeply touches me. Believe me, the in­
terests of religion, of country, and of civ­
ilization are inseparable.”
