THE GUELPH POLICE COURT.

Before T.W.Saunders,Esq.,Police Magistrate

TuEsDAY, 16.—Mr. Jonathan Wilkin-
son, proprietor of the Advertiser, appeared
this morning to answer a charge of as-
sault and battery preferred against him
by John Fenwick, a boy who had been
selling his paper and delivering it to
subscribers. Defendant was arrayed in
determined aspect and a cane, and looked
capable of demolishing all the small boys
in creation. The boy said in evidence
that he had been employed to deliver pap-
erstothirteen yearly subscribers, and that
he took out seventeen copies more, some
of which were for parties that paid by the
week, and some of them he sold on the
street. Yesterday morning he went up
to the office to ask for pay for the deliv-
ery of the papers, and for some work he
had done besides. Defendant denied that
he owed him any, and when plaintiff
persisted in asserting that he did, then
Mr. Wilkinson puiled his ear until it
bled, pushed him against the wall struck
him on the breast, and called him a thief.
Two witnesses in Mr Wilkinson’s em-
ployment were examined for the defence,
but the altercation took place in another
room than that in which they were, and
therefore they did not see the whole of it.
One looked through an aperture in the
})ﬁrﬂtion, and the other saw part of the

uss by looking in at the door, but neither
would swear that an ear could not have
been pulled or a blow struck without
their seeing it. Defendant denied the
charge of having used violence in toto.—
He said it was true that he had talked to
him about his dishonesty, and ordered
him out of the office. His Worship said
that the boy had proved the nuuﬁ, and
that defendant’s own witnesses had not
rebutted the evidence. One of them would,
if he dared, have protected him; he
showed his willingness, but he had also
evinced his respect for truth. In hisown
mind there was no doubt as to the truth
of plaintiff’s statement, and he thought
it clearly proven. This he presumed was
one of those cases of lawlessness referred
to some time ago in the Advertiser,which
then represented Guelph as sunk into a
state of barbarism, and he considered it a
pity that such a low, mean assault should
be perpetrated by one 8o jealous of the
good name of the town. If he (the Police
Magistrate) took the law from defend-
ant’s paper, the penalty would be heavy,
but he took it from a mu@h higher source ;
therefore, at the risk of incurring his dis-
pleasure (for he was sure to do that), he
would impose a fine of $2 and costs, mak-
ing $4.25 inall. His Worship also gave
defendant notice of his right of appeal if

e was dissatisfied with his judgment.
