East Las Vegas. N. M., May 14—An

uprising ‘of serious  proportions, has
broken out among the Pueblo Indians
at Taos, seventy miles northwest, and
tonight troops are hurrying by special
train from Santa Fe to check a possis
ble massacre of white ranchers.
“The Indians have cut all tdlephione
and. telegraph  wires, from Taes, but
reports indjcate that the depredations
have been confined to an attack upon
the wife and’children of L. L. Myers,
a homesteader, the cutting of fences
and the theft of horses and cattle.
“The uprising of the Pueblos, who for
years. have been peaceful, [is believed
to have been caused by the punish-
‘ment of Pueblos by territorial officers.
For years the Pueblos have governed
themselves, electing their own chiefs
and village cour}culors. who tried-and
punished malefacfors of the tribe with-
out” appeal to the territorial officers.
