to questions put yesterday to 
President Eugetvç Coste of the 
company. Mr. Coste was asked 
with reference to an article ap­
pearing in an Edmonton paper on 
the subject.

The newspaper story was to 
the effect that one A. McLeod ap­
peared before the. city council of 
Edmonton declaring that he had 
associated himself with Mr. 
Eugene Coste and John Bain, of 
the Calgary company.

"They were prepared,” continues the 
newspaper article, “to offer to supply 
natural eas at the boundaries of the 
city of Edmonton at 15 vents for com- 
mprcial and 27 cents;?fa domestic pur­
poses. or a flat rate of"31 cents per 
1.000 feet, if the city would agree to 
purchase the gas they had proved
the fi-tid which they purport to have 
found.”

Says Report Is Correct.
"Yes, that’s correct,” said Mr. Coste 

yesterday., when asked if the Edmonton 
report of his association with Mr. Mc­
Leod was true. ‘‘We have the gas 
fields, but are not, 'Of course, prepared 
es ’ft to disclose their Iodation.

Chief Cuddy points out 
that all the duties the Calgary 
police will be called upon to per­
form will be keeping the crowd 
back when the royal party alights 
at the Canadian Pacific Railway 
depot, and performing like ser­
vices along the route to the. city 
hall, and about the platform there.

. The streets, of course, will be roped 
off. and the chief duty of the Calgary 
constables will be to see that the 
throng remains behind the ropes.

Winnipeg. Aug. 29.—“We 
are still short of 25,000 har­
vesters to meet the require­
ments of the west,” said J. 
Bruce Walker, Dominion com­
missioner of immigration this 
morningj “and I am extremely 
anxious that every effort 
should be made to obtain 
them.”

“I concede that the har­
vesters' specials have been fill­
ed to overflowing,” he con­
tinued, “with a splendid class 
of workers, but I am afraid 
that our friends from Ontario 
have failed to appreciate the 
urgent-^ieeds of the western 
farmers for this year's crop.

“ The estimate of 50,000 is 
not the slightest exaggeration, 
not more than 20,000 from 
eastern Canada have reached 
Winnipeg to date.

“ ‘There are not enough men 
for harvest in this province^ 
yet. Advisable get railway 
companies run more special 
trains.’

OUT DUCK HUNTING; SHOT

James Kaine, Prominent Resi­

Wetas-kiwin, August 29.—James 
Kaine, a prominent resident, was 
accidentally shot in the head by 
William Randolph this afternoon. 
The men were duck shooting. Ran­
dolph had a flock of ducks cover- 
ered and was following them in his 
flight with his gun.

FIFTY TONS OF WATER PER 
ACRE FELL YESTERDAY

During Past Four Months 
Opium Valued at $6,332 Has 

Been Brought Into Canada

Ottawa, Aug. 29.—The importation 
of deadly narcotics into Canada this 
year, judging from figures for the 
first four months of the fiscal year, 
bids fair to largely exceed last year’s 
importation. These drugs include co­
caine and opium. They enter Canada 
at a high rate of duty, but despite 
that fact they continue to be imported 
in comparatively large quantises.

The importation of cocaine alone 
for the first four months of the year 
has exceeded the importation for ' the 
entire year last year. For the period 
for the present year 135 ounces have 
been imported at a value of $317 as 
against 35 ounces valued at $88 for 
the entire fiscal year of 1911-12. It is 
to be noted that this is cocaine in its 
absolutely pure state, that used for 
dental and other purposes being very 
much compounded and diluted.

Opium in the crude state is also be­
ing imported largely. Already for the 
first four months of the fiscal year 
193 pounds have been imported from 
Hongkong and Turkey, valued at $6,- 
332. This, however, is a proportionate 
decrease over last year wv.cn for the 
entire fiscal year 5,017 pounds valued 
at $25,863 were imported. Of powdered 
opium for April, May, June and July, 
144 pounds valued at $940..werc im­
ported. The total import last year was 
355 pounds valued at $2.074.

TAX ON EVERY MOUTHFUL OF 
Ft

Nothing Can be Sold Unless 
an Excise First is Paid; Cheap 

Living a Thing of Past

Rome, Aug, 28.—At one time Italy 
ranked as one of the cheapest countries 
of the world in which to live. It is so 
no longer.

While the cost of food in Italy un­
questionably has been affected by the 
same causes that have operated in 
nearly all other countries, yet these 
have been augmented by a system of 
taxation that is admitted to be largely 
responsible for the almost prohibitive 
cost of living now prevailing In Italy 
in general and in the larger cities in 
particular.

This phase of the situation has just 
•been ailed to public attention by the 
Populo oimana, the government's of­
ficial organ, which points out that by 
■the unusually rigid enforcement of 
taxes on food and other necessities of 
life, the government collected the last 
year nearly 130 million dollars, or one- 
fourth of the entire revenues, a figure 
never before equaled.

While Italy’s system of taxation on 
the necessities of life applies as in 
most countries to the imports, it ap­
plies also not only to all manufactured 
articles produced in the' country, but 
to every mouthful of food or sip of 
wine that the soil produces.

Every possible approach to every 
hamlet, villi age, town or city in Italy 
is carefully guarded and not an ounce 
of the products produced in the coun­
try surrounding can get to the mar­
kets until the tax is paid to the govern­
ment. It is possible for a person liv­
ing outside a town to grow and eat a 
little untaxed food, but utterly impos­
sible for him to dispose of it without 
the tax being paid.

CURRENT NEARLY

000 volts of electricity short-circuiting 
through his body, cutting his head 
nearly in half, Cal Miller, Southern 
Pacific lineman, retained consciousness 
and conversed with surgeons.
