Potsdam, Aug. 13.—At 9:30 a.m. the
gates of Sans Souci Park were opened
to the press and to a few ladies con-
nected with government and court
circles. The small crowd here was
rigidly kept within prescribed limits
by a military guard. The morning
brought an overcast sky, with the sun
feebly peering through the clouds,
adding to the solemnity of the occa-
sion.

King Edward, who
was on the emperor's left, walked
heavily, and evidently found the march
fatiguing. Both Emperor William and
King Edward wore the uniform of the
2nd Regiment. The procession occu-
pied 20 minutes in passing. All the
bells of Potsdam continued tolling till
the procession reached the mausoleum
and during the obsequies. The proces-
sion reached the mausoleum at 11:40.
