At 
the conclusion of Taylor’s evidence Col, 
Mathcson said he would leave with the 
Minister the responsibility of having Tay­
lor arrested.

Indianapolis, June 5. — Concerning 
the chief point to the controversy that 
now seems likely to provoke a renewal 
of hostilities in the anthracite region 
whether or not the men selected by the 
miners’ organization should be members 
of the board of conciliation as author­
ized by the board of arbitration. Presi­
dent John Mitchell says:

The, statement that the question of 
recognizing the United Mine Workers 
was neyer submitted to the strike com 
mission is entirely untrue- That was 
one of the important awards in our 
favor, the wording of it being that 
the miners’ organizations,’ -which of 

course, is the United Mine Workers, 
should have three representatives on 
the board of conciliation, one for each 
district. Naturally I appeared for the 
anthracite coal workers before the. 
strike commission, but it was as presi­
dent hf the mine workers that 1 was 
given the right to do so. The argu­
ment of District President Fahey, in 
which he says that it would be as logi­
cal for us to’ demand that each stock­
holder of the coal companies be con­
sulted with regard to the selection of 
the operators’ members of the board 
of conciliation, as that all the miners 
in the region vote on the men to rep­
resent them, Is very sensible.’’

"It is true that conditions in the 
Wyoming Valley’are very bad. Our re­
ports are to the effect that the men 
are compelled to work on Sundays, and 
that in few particulars have the oper­
ators lived up to the decisions of the 
strike commission. No. 1 do not wish 
to anticipate the possibilities of another 
strike’.’,’
