"I am a controller of the city, and 
responsible to the public for my ac­
tions, and I stand by the interview 
given by me.

Controllers Foster, 
O'Neill and myself were very much 
impressed with the sincerity of Mr.

"I found that the Toronto members 
in the House were up in arms against 
it, and also was informed by several 
of the members on the Government 
side of the House that the Hon. 
Adam Beck was opposed to it, and 
felt very strongly about not having 
been consulted on the subject.

Not a Secret Meeting.
“I did not in any degree consider 

the views of Mr. Beck as being 
private, as he asked Mr. Foster and 
myself. after the meeting in the 
mayor’s office, to have the bill with­
drawn, and I told him I had made 
up my m'nd on Thursday night to 
take this action, whether lie came 
down to the city hall or not. Mr. 
Beck came down to the city hall to 
influence the board along these lines, 
and the position Mr. Foster, Mr. 
O'Neill and myself took was solely 
the result of our learning his strong 
and vigorous objections to the bill. 
We could not justify

change of position without giving our 
reasons as above for it. It was a 
matter which meant life or death to 
the hydro.”

"The Toronto Electric Light and 
Toronto Street Railway bill was a 40- 
mlllion-dollar proposition in my opin­
ion, and as a controller I am not go­
ing to allow any such matter as that 
to be raised under a false, shield of 
so-called private interviews, all of 
which I am opposed to.

"I would like to ask Mr. Beck how 
we were to alter our position without 
giving some facts of the chairman’s 
opposition to the said bill. I stand 
by the interview in its entirety, and 
have nothing to withdraw. I simply 
acted in the interests of the hydro­
electric and Its proper protection, and 
that was the only reason we had for 
the course we took.

"I challenge the utmost investiga­
tion on the subject, and I am sur­
prised that the Hon. Adam Beck 
should deny what he said, as I un­
derstood he was to urge the same 
reasons against the bill in the Legis­
lature.

Beck Backboneless.
"It ill becomes Controller McCarthy 

to talk about leaks,’’ he shouted. "He 
has given out private information of 
the workings of the treasury board. 
“Order," interjected Mayor Hocken at 
this point. "You are speaking to a 
question of privilege and you must not 
wander." "I cannot stand such hypoc­
risy," continued Controller Church. "He 
started,” pointing to Controller McCar­
thy, "Campaigns last year to have City 
Treasurer Coady ousted from his posi­
tion. I am not going to be sealed by 
Controller McCarthy. I also thought 
the Hon. Adam Beck was a man with 
more backbone, and what I did was in 
good faith.”

"Is there no limit to this talk?" 
put in Aid. May. "I move that the 
rights of the council members be en­
forced."

“I am no traitor,’’ continued Control­
ler Church, disregarding the mayor’s 
calling him to order. “I have got more 
backbone and I am no quitter. An­
other thing I am not going to sit here 
and read slanderous articles in the 
press, which continue to blackguard 
me.
