Tet before going on to state our 
reason for the disparaging remark, it 
is only fair to state that at both 
afternoon and evening performances 
yesterday, the theatre was well- 
packed and a few hundred people 
went home satisfied that they had 
had the time of their lives.

There were simply chortles of glee 
resounding to the roof; ecstatic 
pudgings "D’ya remember that?"; a 
perfect crescendo of enjoyment 
amongst those who had seen London 
as visitors, and those who had 
crossed the ‘erring pond but once and 
were able to revel abundantly in the 
glimpses of 'ome.

Apart from the appeal it carried 
by reason of its Old London setting, 
and the really excellent portraying 
of types. “Me and My Gal," suffers 
materially in comparison with the 
American motion pictures. There is 
not the same meticulous attention 
to detail, which makes every scene a 
carefully and artistically balanced 
picture. An American director can 
"shoot" a squalid scene in an East 
Side tenement, which, if given a 
frame, would fulfil the acedemic re­
quirements of a painting. In short 
he can portray all the hideous aspect 
of .poverty without making a film 
that is offensive to the eye.

The scenes of the London slums, 
with their clutter of unwashed 
dishes, grimy pots and pans, and 
muddled disorder of clothing, and 
odds and ends, almost reeked with an 
atmosphere of oppressive squalor.

And on the other hand! The di­
rector completely neglected an op­
portunity to produce a scene of real 
beauty.

The glimpse of a quaint English 
cottage was filmed with the camera 
planted squarely against a five-foot 
hedge, which cut off practically 
everything but the roof. And no 
American director ever allowed a

old Lloyd is the screen's greatest 
comedian. We admit it without the 
ghost of an argument. Having seen 
several dozen of the one and two- 
reel grotesques which go to make up 
the screen's comics, it is a treat, par­
ticularly novel, to see the manner in 
which Harold Lloyd can expand pure 
comedy material into a five-reel fea­
ture which holds the interest without 
a flagging second.

We saw “Dr. Jack" before it came 
to London, and are happy to admit 
sitting througli a second showing 
from beginning to end with enjoy­
ment of every momcht.

It holds itself to be a sure tonic of 
"laughteritis." It is assured that it 
savors nothing of the slapstick. Har­
old Lloyd, with subtilities of hu­
mor, provides all the laughs, and not 
once does he flavor his comedy with 
the ridiculous. "Dr. Jack" is comedy 
par excellence.

The vaudeville is a combination of 
step dancing, “Gallagher and Shean" 
and a new brand of comedy. New, 
novel and clever, it is quite good 
enough to be on the same bill with 
“Dr. Jack.”

“Making a Man.”
Drama is singularly lacking in the 

movies of this week. “Making a 
Man," at Loew's, slips most easily 
into the class of comics, although it 
nicely points to a moral, which, sum­
med up. might be "Make friends, 
not enemies; they’re more useful."

Paris, March 6.—American and 
French representatives, it is under­
stood, are now engaged in formal 
conversations concerning the settle­
ment of these three important prob­
lems which vitally concern the United 
States:

1. Funding of the French war debt 
to the United States, which is ap- 
proximately $3,300,000.000.

2. Amicable adjustment of the 
situation arising from French rester- 
ference with shipment of Ruhr goods 
consigned to America.

3. Recovery of the $255,000,000 that 
the United States spent on maintain­
ing the American army of occupation 
on the Rhine.

Eliot Wadsworth, special represen­
tative of Secretary Hughes, and My­
ron T. Herrick, American ambassa­
dor to Paris, conferred at length 
Monday with Premier Poincare and 
other officials.

Cannot Pay Now. •
During the negotiations, it is be-

pay reparations, and that in event a 
further burden of taxation is placed 
on them serious consequences may 
ensue. The argument will also be 
made that nations owing France huge 
sums have failed to meet their obli­
gations, thereby precluding French 
liquidation of the American claim.

Will Settle Interference.
Observers are optimistic that the 

interference with American shipments 
from the Ruhr will be settled favor­
ably to the United States. In back­
ing up the charge that the Ruhr 
occupation and the export taxes es­
tablished by the French have worked 
hardships on American businessmen. 
Wadsworth and Herrick have the re­
ports of special - representatives of 
the states and of the United States 
government who have just returned 
from, probing the conditions in the 
Ruhr.

Biological Facts To Children.” and in

the Cass Technical High School this 
evening, under the auspices of the 
Parents’-Teachers’ Association.

“Ignorance of the body and its 
functions and wrong notions about 
Sex are responsible for a large share 
of immorality," Dr. Yarros asserted.

“By developing in the young a 
variety of tastes, a love of litera­
ture, music, art and outdoor life, 
they will get a joyous satisfaction, 
and there will be no time for bore­
dom. It is boredom that causes too 
great an emphasis to be placed on 
sex."

Yesterday a letter arrived from 
British Columbia from a man who 
had not been home in sixteen years 
Ho assured Mr. Smith that he would 
bring his wife and five children across 
the continent to spend the week in 
London.

Complying with a request of the 
committee hundreds of those who 
have received invitations are return­
ing cards bearing the names of other 
Londoners in their district who have 
not received invitations.

A peculiar feature of the advertis­
ing campaign Is that every ex-Lon- 
doner will get more than one notice 
of the re-union. Nearly every railroad 
in the United States and Canada has 
sent In requests to the local commit­
tee asking for lists of ex-Londoners 
in their respective districts. It is 
the intention of the railways to send 
out circulars, inviting every prospec­
tive customer to patronize their sys­
tems.

The committee in charge of the re­
union has invited every club and or­
ganization In this city to name three 
representatives to attend a confer­
ence in the near future to form de­
tailed plans for the celebration. Clubs 
which might have been overlooked 
are urged to name representatives 
regardless of whether they have re­
ceived written invitations or not.

Smuts in he United House of As­
sembly yesterday moved second read­
ing of a bill providing for export 
bounties on live stock and beef. The 
premier urged *he necessity of pre­
venting the threatened ruin of the 
South African cattle industry He 
anticipated great development of the 
exportation of live animals and hope i 
the British embargo against South 
Africa in store cattle would soon be 
lifted. All meat and cattle exports, 
he said, would have to be graded 
under government control. The ab­
ject was to assist the breeder.

A clause in the bill provides for the 
inspection of the books of meat ex­
porting companies.

The debate went generally in favor 
cf the government's proposal, chief 
criticism being animated by the tear 
that cold storage companies would 
reap the main benefit.

Replying to a labor suggestion that 
the government should assist South 
African unemployed persons to emi­
grate to Australia, Premier Smuts 
said the commonwealth was also 
passing through difficult times and 
he was not sure that these people 
would improve their prospects by 
leaving South Africa. There was a 
good deal of exaggeration both as 
regards unemployment in South 
Africa and the difficulty of finding 
openings for boys after leaving 
school. "We arc overcoming our dif- 
ficulties,” he said, "and I would ad­
vise that no decent citizen forsake 
this country for other shores."
