Alertly, Laddie Boy sniffed the
alr, freighted with the frag-
rance of funeral blooms, walked
solemnly around the bier lying
under the great crystal chanda-
lier, and poked his nose inquir-
ingly in the flowers as though
looking for the master he knew
was there but couldn’'t see. Then
he turned his brown eyes pa-
thetically on the White House at-
tache with an inquiring look, and
was led protesting from the room

HARDING LEAVES
CAPITOL FOREVER

Bod‘y of President Taken Ffom
Washington To Ohio

Home.

GUNS BID FAREWELL

Assoriated Press Despatch.

Washington, Aug. 8. — Warren
Harding left Washington tonight—
forever. His short, eventful moment
of power and care was ended. His
eternity of rest begun.

Grim-voiced, distant guns spoke
the nation's farewell as the funeral
train drew out. A legion of armed
men stood with rifies and shbres at
salute. Great folk and small in their
thousands stood silent and with heads

bared, and the dead president was
gone. 2

But behind lingered memories
such as he would be proud to know
filled men’s minds as they thought
of him.

From .the dim east room and its
heavy-scented flowers the dead pres-
ident was borne into a day vivid

| with sunshine. The clear pealing of

a trumpet sent long lines of steel
flashing to salute. A moment later it
marshalled the ordered array of
soldiers, sailors and marines down
the long avenue/to the Capitol, with
General Pershing riding ahead in
command.

Along the way, banked motionless
and in silence, were thousands upon
thousands who had stood waiting
since daylight to add to the great
tribute to the dead. ;

Gallery of Sorrow.

Down through ‘that long gallery
of sorrow the certege wound to thHe
Capitol, with that other living pres-
ident, up-thrust overnight to high
responsibility, first amongst the na-
tion's mourners, after the family of
the dead. Chief Justice Taft followed
President Coolidge, then Woodrow
Wilson. All the great folks of Wash-
ington followed after.

Coming thus to Capitol Hill
bands ceased for the climb to the
wide plaza on the east front where
new presidents take oath. The muf-
fled drums took up the tale as the
column climbed by the winding, tree-
shaded way.

As it was this distant throbbing of
the drums that carried word of their
coming to those waiting in the flower-
filled chamber beneath the towering
dome, throbbing that grew nearer ard
nearer until at last it gave place to
the softly rising- tones of a great
army band that played “Lead Kindly
Light,” as the flag-wound casket was
lifted slowly up the long, wide stone
steps.

Guard of Honor.

Flanked by its honor guard of high
generals and admirals the heavy cas-
ket was carried slowly to its place, a
single wreath of bright colors resting
above the sleeper. Then the erect,
slender figure of the sorrowful widow
moved with her escort of those who
served most intimately with the dead
chieftain to a place near the head of
the bier. Her face was almost in-
visible behind the black veil she wore.

The religious services were strik-
ing in their simplicity against the
background of military pomp and
grandeur given by the funeral parade.
Just the short prayers, the murmur-
ing of low voices joined in the words
of the Lord's Prayer, the scripturai
readings, and the blending voices of a
male qaartet in the same hymn
that marked the funeral everywhere
—*“Lead, Kindly Light,” the hymn
best beloved by the dead president,
and at the end, “Nearer My God to
Thee.”

That was all, save the benediction.
It was as simple as Warren Harding
himself would have had it.

Peaceful Face.

When Mrs. Harding had gone the
steel cover of the casket was drawn
back and those who knew Warren
Harding in life were given an oppor-
tunity to gaze upon his face in death.
It was a peaceful face, untouched by
the ravages of his brief illness. The
broad brow was tranquil, and save for
the slight pallor of death, ne might
have been asleep. It hardly seemed
that the spirit could have fled, that
the lids would not lift presently to
show the kindly, thoughtful eyes be-
neath. There was very little of death
about him and much of peace and
rest.

The eastern doors were ¢ thrown
open again and waiting at the foot of
the long stairways, between ranks
of soldier§, a mile-long column of
people stretched. They had been
ranked four abreast, and at the word
came trooping slowly up to pass
down the flower-strewn corridor that
had been made for them. The hushed
human tide flowed by on both sides
of the casket and each gazed down
just a moment before moving on to
the west door and thus to the streets.

Iin View of Thousands.

At the sgation, the casket was
again placed in position where tens
of thousands saw it on the long
homeward journey from. San Fran-
cisco. i ]

Mrs. Harding reached the statmn
soon after the casket had been placed
back on the funeral car. She came
direct from the White House. Other
members of the party who tr_aveled
with the dead president on his lagt
journey were already aboard the train
by Mrs. Harding's personal reques}.
to be with the dead to the last in
Marion. L

The group of mourners stood bare-
headed on the station platform. A
hand waved in silent signal. Without
sound of bell or whistle, the train
began to move slowly down the track.

Warren Harding was gone from
Washington—forever. .

THRILLING ESCAPE
OF AUTO DRIVER

In First Accident On L. & P. S.
Double Tracks, Motor
Car Is\Demolishod.

St. Thomas, Aug. 8.—The first ac-
cident on the L. & P. S. double tracks
through St. Thomas, and one that
might have easily resulted in very
serious consequences, occurred this
afternoon about 1 o’clock at the Palm
street crossing, when J. W. Miller, 16
Maple street, city, driving .a motor
car, was struck .by tha northbound L.
& P. S. train. Mr. Miller was going
home for his dinner, traveling east-
ward. The two L. & P. S. trains
passed each other just at Palm street.
Mr. Miller waited for the southbound
to pass, and then started across the
tracks, ffot noticing the northbound
bearing down on him on the. east
tracks. The car was struck full’ in
the middle and by . a miraculous
chance was shoved from the track
but failed to upset. Mr. Miller was
not on the side which was struck and
stove in.

Mr. Miller was taken to his home
and a physician was called immediate-
ly. No bones were broken, nor was
there any serious internal injury. Mr.
Miller will be confined to bed for
some time, suffering from nervous
shock and from bruises all over his
body.

The car was badly damaged, one
side being bent out of shape, and all
wheels broken.

PLANS CAMPAIGH
FOR IMMIGRANTS

Ontario Minister of Agriculture
Says Province In Need of
Farm Help.

TO DECIDE METHODS

Canadian Prees Despatch.

Toronto, Aug. 8.—"“I have, in con-
templation a vigorous campaign for
immigration into Ontario next spring,
and Agent-General Nixon's visit is
with a view of deciding the methods
to adopt in the campaign,” stated
Hon. J. 8. Martin, minister of agricul-
ture, today oncerning the agent-
general's coming visit,

Hon. Mr. Martin prescribed On-
tario’s greatest immigration needs as
farm help and domestics, and stren-
uous efferts would be made, he said,
to direct this class of emigration from
the British Isles into Ontario. He
believes, for one thing, that Ontario's
office accommodation in London is
totally unsuitable to the prestige and
requirements of the banner province,
and that one of the reasons that On-
tario has missed large numbers of
splendid emigrants has been that the
Old Country people have been poorly
informed of Ontario’s needs and op-
portunities,

HOLD SINGLE SERVICE
FOR CROSSING VICTIMS

Solemn Ceremony Marks the
Burial of Niagara Falls
Family. ;

Niagara Falls, N.Y., Aug. 8 — A
single funeral service was held today
at the Saint John De La Salle
Church for the nine victims of last
Sunday's grade crossing accident.
Nine caskets, containing the bodies
of the three adults and six children,
filled the space before the altar in
the little church while priests chanted
a solemn mass.of requiem.

The church was inadequate to ac-
commodate the crowd that attended
the services, and the street before
the church, K was filled with people.
Fifty-two pallbearers bore the cas-
kets into and from the church, and
more than 100 automobiles carried
the relatives and friends of the fam-
ily that was almost completely wiped
out by the tragedy. :

AGED MEN ESCAPE
DROWNING IN' RAPIDS

Swept Over Dam Near Mon-
treal After Boat
Capsizes.

Montreal, Aug. 8.—Swept over a
dam and down nearly half a mile of
rapids after the flat-bottomed boat in
which they were fishing broke lqose
from its moorings and capsized, two
65-year-old men had a narrow escape
from drowning in the dangerous
stretch of water between Heron
Island and the mainland opposite
Verdun at noon today.

The men are Michael Paisley and
Michael McAran, both of this city.
The latter suffered from heart
trouble for years, and was utterly un-
able to swim, so was in considerable
danger when the boat gipset. His
companion appeared to be none the
worse for the experience.

SEVERAL INJURE
AS TRAIN CRA

Harvesters’ Special Jumps the
Track Forty Miles East
of Sudbury.

NO OFFICIAL WORD

Canadian Press Despatch.

Sudbury, Aug. 8.—A special harvest
train running over the Canadian
Pacific main line was derailed near
Warren, about 40 miles east of Sud-
bury, tonight about 6 o’clock. 'I‘he‘
engine and seven cars left the rails,
five of the cars being passenger cars.
Early reports from the wreck state
that there are no 'fatalities, but be-
tweén 15 and 20 have been injured.
No' official report has been issued.
and .the cause of the derailment is
as yet unknown. The injured are
being brought to Sudbury. The har-
vester special derailed at Warren to-
night left Montreal on Tuesday.even-
ing, and carried between four hun-
dred and five hundred excursicnists
bound for the Western wheat fields.
recruited it is thought, mainly from
the province of Quebec.

Immediately the wreck was re-
ported.’ a special train was rushed
from Sudbury carrying a number of
medical men and train officials.
Eastbound traffic is being trans-
ferred at Sudbury tonight to the
Canadian National lines, trains No.
18 and 2 being routed to North Bay
via Capreol.

Latest reports are that only two
have been severely injured and ten
or twelve more or less injured. As
vet no official word had come from
the scene of the wreck, and the list
of the injured is not yet available.

Seriously Injured.

There are seven seriously injured
all from Montreal, and 21 minor in-
juries.

Seriously injured—Mrs. € S
Adams, 116 Madison avenue, Notre
Dame de Grace, Montreal, broken
leg; W. Walker, same address, broken
right hand; Mrs. Mary Lacrosse,
Quebec city, probably internally in-
Jured and the most serious case;
John and Richard Shaw, aged six
and eight years respectively, badly
bruised; A. Shaw, father of two boys,
right arm and shoulder broken, sub-
ject to hemorrhages; Louis Briere,
44 Grand avenue, Montreal, nose
broken, head bruised, contusions on
leg.

All were taken to St. Joseph's Hos-
pital, Sudbury, and are expected to
recover.

ISSUE STATEMENT.

Railway headquarters here issued
the following statement:

“The harvester train which left
Montreal at midnight Tuesday had
seven coaches derailed 45 miles west
of North Bay, Ont,, at 5:20 this
afternoon.

Crazed Slayer of Priest
Is Captured In Oat Field
. 6 Miles North of Guelph

John Cosgrave Offers Little Re-
sistance When Reformatory
Guards Appear.

Special to The Advertiser
by a Staff Correspondent.

Guelph, Aug. 8.—John Cosgrave; the
escaped lunatic, slayer of Rev. Father
Clohecy at Proton in August, 1922,
who got away from the Ontario Ra-
formatory here last Saturday morn-
ing, was captured at 7:25 tonight in
an oat field about six miles north of
Guelph.

Word from Mrs. Peart, wife of A.
Peart, general storekeeper at Four

Corners, to Superintendent Neelanas !

of the reformatory, to the effect that

the fugitive had passed that settle- |
ment just before 7 o'clock, quickly re- |

sulted in three motor carloads of re-
formatory officials and guards, with
Superintendent Neelands in charge,

speeding away to the source of the|

information, and half an hour later
the fugitive was on his way back to
the reformatory under close guard.

The man hunt, which culminated
early tonight in the capture of the
man who is regarded as a dangerous
insane criminal, had been carried over
a wide section of territory between
Guelph and Proton, 60 miles to the
north in Grey County, since Satur-
day at noon, shortly after Cosgrave
got away from the institution, and
as a result of his apprehension there
is general relief over the entire coun-

tryside.
Deserves Credit.

To the alertness of Mrs. Peart
much credit is due for the capture
of the lunatic. Shortly before
7 o'clock this evening, William
Lawson, a farmer who resides on
the third line of Eramosa, driving a
horse and buggy, and another man
with him, stopped at Mr. Peart's
store on his way home from Guelph.
When he pulled up his horse, the
man with him got out and started
up the Eramosa road in a northerly
direction. Mrs. Peart was sitting in
front of her husband’'s store at the
time, and she asked Mr. Lawson
who his passenger was. Mr. Lawson
in reply stated that he had picked
up the man near Samuel Mooney's
barn on the Eramosa road about a
mile north of the city limits of
Guelph.

“I believe that is the man who
escaped from the Ontario Reforma-
tory,” said Mrs. Peart, as she noticed
that the man walking away was
dressed in what she considered was
prison garb, blue cap, blue smock,
with khaki-colored shirt and dark
trousers. Mr. Lawson apparently did
not know that a prisoner had es-
caped, but said that the man had
not conversed with him while in his

e Calls Officials.

Mrs. Peart lost no time in com-
municating with the Guelph police,
and as a result of her message, Supt.
Neeland's men were soon on their
way.

Guards piled into three motor cars
with Supt. Neelands driving one, and
Sergt. McGuira and Supt. McCallum
in charge of the other machines. The
cars were soon speeding over the back
concessions taking every short cut to
Four Corners, which place was reach-
ed at 7:20. At the Eramosa store a
brief stop was made while Mrs. Peart
gave further directions as to the
direction the suspect had taken. She
also informed Mr. Neelands, who was
the first to reach there, that Mr.
Peart had started off in his car to
trail the man, and she stated that
the searchers could not help but soon
overtake them. The storekeeper’'s
wife also said that a Mr. Hall of
Guelph, who had stopped at the store
for gasoline a few moments before,
had said too that he would join Mr.
Peart.

A mile up the road Mr. Hall ‘-was
encountered, and he stated that he
believed the man had turnad into a
field at the left, and a guard from
Mr. Neeland's car was sent to in-
vestigate in this direction, while the
superintendant’s car continued up the
road a quarter of a mile further
north.

Overpowers Slayer.

A guard in the car espied a man
walki through a field of standing
oats. uickly stopping the machine
the searchers dashad into the field.
Guard T. W. Fox of the criminal
ward at the reformatory, took the
lead, and running as fast as he could
through the field of grain he came up
to the fugitive from behind. and with
a flying leap he landed on Cosgrave's
back and in a twinkling had him
powerless. There was little fight left
in the lunatic., however, and it was
quite apparent he was in a weak con-
dition. Without a struggle he was
led. back to the waiting motor car,
and at 7:50 the lunatic was back in
his cell at the reformatory.

When captured Cosgrave had a
thick, stubby beard and looked care-
worn and sickly. The Advertiser was
only three minutes behind Superin-
tendent Neeland's car when the man
was caught, and when the lunatic was
back in his cell Sergeant McGuire, at
the suggestion of The Advertiser
representative, wrote on a piece of
paper a query asking the fugitive
where he had spent his time since
Saturday.

Outlines Escape.

Cosgrave wearily wrote that he had
hidden in a window area at the exe:-
cise grounds until the other prisoners
‘had been taken inside, and then had
made a dash for the swampy lands
southeast of the institution. He said
he had stayed in the swamps until
this morning, and all he had had to
eat since Saturday were some berries,
while today after he had come out
into the open country he had par-
taken of some greens.

The only things found in his pos-
session when taken was a small scab-
by apple and three pods of peas. On
instructions from Supt. Neelands a
substantial meal was given the cap-
tured man soon after he was placed
in his cell, and he ate ravenously.

Superintendent Neelands was busy
tonight getting into communication
with his guards who have been scour-
ing the country near Proton and
ordering them back to the reforma-
tory.

Although a widespread search for
Cosgrave has been carried on since
Saturday, the missing man could not
have been more than a couple of miles
from the institution at any time since
his escape until some time today,
when he came out in open country
and apparently started on his way
north, presumably to his old haunts
around Proton.

Judge Denton said
he would reserve judgment for eight
days and might reserve his decision
even longer than that if he considered
it necessary.

Although similar charges had been
laid against a number of others. Sam
Lichtman and his sister, Minnie
Lichtman, decided to shoulder the
burden of a test case, while prosecu-
tion of the others was held in abey-
ance. The charge against the ac-
cused was that of publishing betting
information, contrary to the Ontario
betting ‘information act.. Lichtman
assumed fuli responsibility for
publication of ‘“The: Last Minute
Racing and Sporting News."”

D. L. McCarthy, K.C.. who. associ-
ated with Controller Joseph Singer,
acted for the defence, put forward a
lengthy argument to uphold his con-
tention that the Ontario legislation
was ulira vires.

Not Satisfied.
It was contended by Mr. McCarthy
that the provincial act had been
placed upon the Statutes because the
then attorney-general was not satis-
fled with the amendments to the
criminal code made by the Senate,
but in doing so the province had gone
beyond the powers of a provincial
legislature, which could not amend or
supplement a federal law in the mat-
ter of crime. He argued that the On-
tarxg act did not fall under any of the
subjects on which Ontario legislature
as defined in section 92 of the British
:\orlh America act, namely, municipal
institutions in the province, property
and civil rights in the province and ip
matters of a very local or private na-
ture within the province.
