| Berlin, Nov. 22.—In the course of 
a vigorous defence of his adminis-. 
tration before the Reichstag today, 
Stresemann declared he hoped an in­
ternational conference would be con­
voked. He also took occasions to 
deny the report published in the 
German press that the government 
had been officially approached by the 
United States financiers, and added 
that he had not been informed of any 
impending international financial action., 

The address, which occupied two 
hours in delivery, dealt at length with 
both the foreign and internal situa­
tions, and was wholly in the nature 
of a vindication of the chancellor's policies.

The government is to demand a 
positive vote of confidence from the 
Reichstag, the outcome of which is 
yet in doubt. Dr. Stresemann was 
liberally applauded by the three 
government parties, but their com­
bined vote is insufficient to give him 
a majority vote.

The Reichstag was heavily picket- 
ed with security police in order to 
prevent the entry of the communist 
deputy, Remmele. who was barred 
from the session in consequence of 
his obstructive tactics yesterday.

ORIGIN IS UNKNOWN

Heroic Mother Gives Life in a 
Futile Effort To Save 

Her Babes.

Contradict Statement Made by 
Ald. May at Meeting 

Last Night.

Sherbrooke. Que., Nov. 22. — Three 
dead and a fourth not expected to 
live is the toll of human lives taken 
in a fire which broke out this morn­
ing at Collinsville, just outside the 
city limits, on the Drummond road 
when the residence of William Gend­
ron and family was reduced to ashes.

Mrs. Gendron and one son, 11 years- 
old, perished in the flames, while an 
8-year-old child, Gerard, died later 
in the morning from burns, and the 
little daughter, Jizelle, aged 5 years, 
is not expected to recover from the 
serious burns that she received.

The origin of the Are is unknown 
although it is thought that possibly 
one of the children might have 
thrown coal oil in the stove, since a 
neighbor residing nearby heard an 
explosion before the flames broke 
out.

There is 
nothing to Ald. May's charge.”

The City Creamery, which had the 
distinction of being the only milk 
concern that did not increase prices 
during the recent general advance, is 
also at odds with Ald. May.
"There is no combine that I know of, Mr. Grifli ) . manager, said. “The 

reason I did nut increase my prices is 
not because I thought other dealers 
were in a combine. The City Cream­
ery could afford to sell at the old 
scale, because we produce in large 
quantities."
