YHE WAR OF THE PROVINCES,

from which the following excepts are made:

The government of Ontario, however, hss

acted rightly in bringing the question to a

practical issue, and ‘it might have taken

the step before without incurring .the
charge of precipitation. Practically, we
feel sure that the award would have been
accepted and that ihe mecessaiy’ measures,
whatever' they might be, would have been
readily taken to cure any technical flaw in
it and to give it effect, if party had
not intervened. Quebec rules at Ot-
taws,- snd  Quebec, regards  with
jealousy - sny extension of Ontario,
Justice Ongario mus have, and she must

support her government fin their l?nl pro-
ceedings till ehe obtains it Lf the disputed
territory Was an acte of bare Fock it would
be treason to the confede:ation to let the
question be settled against the province by
the domineering jealousy of the blens, That
no member of the confederacy shell be allow-
d to outstrip the growth or rice aboye the
political control of Quebec is a pretension
which if put forward cabiot be too soon
submitted to's decisive test. Under the
equivocal compact of confederation Ontario
pays for the industrial stagnation and for
the politieal corruption df her partner, and
it would be hard if she were to b2 dwarfed
by her partaer’s jealousy besides,
REVISION OF THE CONSTITUTION.

This dispute, by betraying the absence of
any satisfactory authoricy for the decision
of questions between provinces, has heiped
to ripen opinion in fa¥or of a revision of the
comstitution. Never, we repeat, was there a

olitical arrangemeut which, whether we
ook to the circamstances under which it
was framed or to the men who framed it,
could more justly besegarded as an ex peri-
ment, open to reconsideration after feason-
able trial, than the constitutiéh of the Cin-
ld'iﬁ;: confederation, = . :
ere is néed not unly of a dlearer defiais
tion of relative provincial powers, but of a
recognised tribunal like the supreme court
of the United States. Our own supreme
court, ot its present footing, wears the as-

_pect of a half-abortive attempt to oust the

jurisdiction of the privy council, and to its
equivocal position, perhaps; is due ity fail-
ure to command a full measure of respect.

There is also, We think it may be said, a
strong body of opinion in favorof fixing the
duration of parliamentd by law, aild abolish-
ing the power of diuolvlné‘ them before the
expiration of the term.. Theday of meet-
ing should also be fixed, that there may be
1o more Mmanceuvring with the date, or mis-
use of the power of prorogationsuch as took
place in 1873. :

A reguler mode of trial for politieal cor-
raption and other political offences |is not
p ovided in the constitption, and the blank,
as Mr. Shields is showing ue, requires to be
filled. :

Arnother serious defeet in the constitution
is the want of a power of amendment. The
imperial parliament of course can amend the
British North America act; but, we repeat,
the imperial parliament, with bisiness of
its own which trenches deeply on the grouse
seaton, has no time or thought to spare for
the politite of Canada.

Canada has obtained legislative and com-
mertial independence; she has obtained a
large measure of judicial independence, and
she is aspiring to diplomatic independence.
In time she will aleo become sensible that
to make her in the full sense a nation she
must bave her fountain of honor in herself.
Of the ambition of every Canadian, Cana-
dian honor ought to be the mark. Ifit were,
and if there were no extraneous tinsel to
mislead, a -good deal of the money squan-
dered on the chimeras of imperialism woul
still be in the pockets of those by whos
labors it was earned.

THE FRANCHISE BILL.

Whenever an alteration of the franchise is
to be made, the question ought to be whether
government is likely to be improved by the
change. Unhappily th&question more often
asked is, whether the new votes are likely
to be cast in favor of the party. in power.
Absolute uniformity, which itis the objsct
of this electoral franchise bill to establish,
may be good, if the principle adopted is
sound; otherwise it only provokes a future
attack along the whole line; and provincial
variations which may be presumed to have
some local reason in their favor, are better
Jeft in existence for tha present, unless they
iuvolve any very palpable injustice. The
provision that all the revising officers of the
dominion shall be appainted for life by the
head of the party at present in power, s its
tendency is cbvieus, challenges, and can
hardly fail to produce, a resolate resist-
ance,

VOTES FOR WOMEN, .

Women are not an unrepresenied olass;
they are a sex; and their inverests are iden-
tical with those of their hu:bands and’chil-
dren through all the grades of the social
sca'e..

Sup-
pose the women by their vote passed, as
they threaten to pass, extreme measures
about temperance, or the rate of wages for
female work, or any other subject which
appeals to their feelirgs, would the
men execute these laws against themselves?
Diversity of function is always c.mpatible
with perfect equality. If women, as is in-
vidiously said, are classed in point of/ dis-
ability to vote with minors and idiots, so
in this very bill are the judges of the land.
It is said Ythat women will refine politics;
but women are themselves refined because
they have been kept out of the political
fray. When they are throwa in‘o.1t their
emotional nature. makes them more violent
thai men. Could female representatives
and office-holders be made accountable for
their conduct like men? Wonld they not
plead their sex and secure prac-ical impun-
ity?« These are points to.be seriously con-
sidered before society is committed to the
"most radical ot all revolutions, ~Women
in general do mot seem much to feel the
deprivation (of the franchise), for this move-
ment is plaioly artificial and kept np by a
small number'of persons =0 exceptional in
character as: almost :to cepstitute a third
sex.

: TELEGRAPH MONOPOLY.

A monopoly is,an exclusive privilege of
¢rade such as does not exist upon this con-
tinent except iu the case of the post office,
whieh is in the hands of government. That
the telegraph, a swifter post, onght likethe
post to be in the hands of government is
probably true; ite would be true at least if
government could be trusted to abstain from
jobbery, but this is no reason why' those
who have so far served the public should
be treated with injustice. The nearest ap-
proach that we have to monopoly is union-
jsm, which indeed is in no small danger of
doing by intimidation what was done by
iniquitous laws in barbarous times.

MR. MACKENZIE'S GLASGOW SPEECH.

He is a worthy man, and was, by grace
of the former master of the Globe, prime
minister of Canada; but bis utterances are
a voice .from the tomb of his patron; and
his patron, though he expired but'yesterday,
has politically been dead many years.

They would at least be as well pleased, and
would respecs us far more if,instead of being
assured that Canada clong to perpetual vas-
salage, they were told that she was looking
forward to » full measure of British free-
dom, and an equal alliance with old Eng-
Jand.

No Clue to the Murderers, and No way of
Accounting for the Deed.
Derrotr, Sept. 23,°-At 11.20 on Satur-
day night the residents néar the junction of
Libbey street, (iass avenne and Clifford
street, were awakened from their sleep by.a
pistol shot, and several persons came out to
ascertain phe cause of it. Nothing could
be seen- in the darkness savea man who was
runoing away at a rapid rate and a horse
and |bugey which was near the scene. An.
investigation in the direction of the shot
disclosed a terrible crime. - A ’-young man .
named Cornelius Alles, who had been ‘em-
ployed in W, H, Prittie & Co’s drug store
at fhe corner, was found lying in his blood
on _the walk on the east side
of the store which occupies the tri-
angle. The man was picked  up and
carried into a store near by. He was uns-
bie to speak and died in about five minutes.
The police theory of the murder is.that
Alles was called to fill a prescription and
was shot before he réached the store, which
is indicated by the place where the body
was found. When Alles was found he was
attired in an undershirt and wore his coat
and a straw hat, ‘He only one sock em,
which strengthens tife theory that he came
down stairs in responge to the call.  His
hat was. found lying by his side.
Another theory, somewhat different from
the above, though based on ‘the same ides,
is that the young man came down stairs in
response to a ¢all; that he was getting the
preparation called for when the visitor,
whose design was plunder, seized some ar-
ticle ard ran off, that the young man pur-
sued him, which accounts for his being out-
side, ard that the thief, finding himself
hard pressed, fired the fatal shot. 5
The inquest was adjourned until next
Tuesday-e¥ening, and in the m time the
police wilk endeavor  to ferret out the per-
petrators of the crime, .
