It Falled to Accomplish Anything—

LoxpoN, Aug. 8. —The Egyptian confer-

ence mst to-day at the foreign office, and
after a brief session adjourned sine die,
without arriving at any agreement, pro-
visional or otherwise. Mr. Gladstone’s
formal announcement of the resultless dis-

solution of thé conference in the house of |

commons this evening, created the greatest
interest and excitement. When the con-

ference adjourned sine die Mr. Gladstone
immediately summoned a cabinet council,
which was in session for three hours, and
is said to have been very stormy. kIt is
reported that Lord Hartington and several
other ministers urged Mr. GGladstone to in-
dicate to parliament some sort of a policy
in regard to Egypt to-be pursued by the
government, r. Gladstone, it is under-
stood, firmly declined to formulate any
licy. On reaching his place in the
ouse he was almost immediately
confronted by Sir Stafford North-
cote with a question as to the re-
:‘ylt of ftltxg conference and the future inten-
ons of the government regarding Egypt.
Mr. Gladstone replied bri%ﬂy axgxd ;yefu
lantly. He said that the conference had
had no definite result, but that at the same
time it had not been a failure as far as the
interest of England was concerned. As to
the future, the government had nothing to
propose at this moment. Mr. Gladstone
ended his brief statement amid a chorus of
. howls from the Tory benches.

The conservatives held a private infor-
mal meeting after Mr. Gladstone had con-
cluded his statement in the house of com-
mons touching the Egyptian conference.
The discussed that ensued elicited a
marked difference of opinion as to what
should be the line of attack. Many ad-
vised that no attempt should be made to
adopt a vote of cepsure, the government’s
refusal to yield to France finding approval
on both sides of the house. No decision
was arrived at.

The liberal and radical members are sat-
isfied with the collapse of the conference as
leaving England free-handed. It is re-
ported that Mr. Gladstone will make a
proposition to carry out the English pro-
posals without further, reference to other
powers.

Toward the close of the Egyptian con-
ference the French Ambassador asked that
a vote be taken, Lord Granville declared
whatever vote was recorded, England in
re)octinf the French proposals, resumed
entire liberty of action. Count Von
Maunster then intimated that Germany
would remain passive, and the Austrian
and Russian representatives adopted the
same attitude. Waddington proposed
that the conference adjourn until October,
but Granville refused, claiming he had a
right to call the conference whenever the
emergencies of the situation required.

Expecting merely a short trip they had
only laid in half a peck of Bermuda enions,
a three-pound can of tomatoes and some
loaves of bread. These -they threw into
the dingy when they abandoned the boat,
but the bread was dissolved by the water
and ruined, so the hoys made a good meal
on onions fried in the skillet.

° The course of the steamer Alaskaisa
mile or two from the island, but the sea
was running so heavy that the boys dared
not go out in the dingy to hail her on her
trip down to Put-in-Bay. In the morning
they erected flag-staffs with distress sig-
nals, however, but the steamer went on
without noticing them. In the evening
there was still considerable sea, but two of
the crew, Wilkinson and Buffum, went
out and hailed the Alaska on her way to
Detroit, but the steamer kept on her
course, leaving them to their fate. The
captain said afterward that he thought it
was a camping party haviog some fun on
the island.

After a sleepless night the crew arose,
but they had no appetite for the few Ber-
mudas remaining in store, so they went
hungry until the Alaska hove in sight
again. The sea had now gone down and
all getting into the dingy they pulled out
directly in the course of the steamer and
were picked up. The crew got sonfething
to eat after existing three days on onions
and tomatoes and returned home last
night, The names of the party are A .

BRADSTREET ON BUSINESS.

Price and Shipment of Wheat—Fallures
in Canada.

New York, Aug. 2.—From several of
the most important cities throughout the
United States from which Bradstreet’s re-
ceives telegrams concerning the state of
trade, word is received this week that
there is some improvement, and that mer-
chants regard the outlook for the fall
business more hopefully.  From the lead-
ing trade centres, however, the movement
of general merchandise is quite as small as
that previously reported. The only excep-
tion has been in the export movement of
grain from the Atlantic seaboard, which
has increased largely. Exporters, en-
couraged by the excellent quality of the
new wheat, the low prices and the late ex-
cess of ocean tonnage, having made rather
large purchases. he shipment of wheat
has slackened some since, but the engage-
ments of steamers for forward sailing are
noticeable. Ocean freight
naturally advenced, and are on the average
about 50 per cent. higher iban six months
ago. In domestic trade the few reported
gains were maiuly of dry goods and kin-
died lines. At first hands they have
shown some gain, but are only moderately
active as compared with last year. Job-
bers are quiet and buyers are taking spar-

ingly. -

Receipts of wheat have greatly increased,
both here and at the west. This, with
good weather at home and abroad, has de-
pressed prices, which close 1 1-20c. lower
thsn a week ago. Indian corn has been in
better demand and higher, but a light de-
mand, favorable weather reports, and the
discovery of corn here out o condition let
prices down ljc. as against Friday of last
week.

There were 26 failures in Canada re-
ported to Bradstreet’s during the past
week, as compared with 15 in the preced-
ing week and with 32, 9 and 11 respect-
ively the corresponding weeks of 1883,
1882 and 1881.

In the United States Bradstreet’s re-

rt 241 failures last week, as compared
with 225 in the preceding week, and with
155, 105 and 75 respectively the corres-
ponding weeks of 1883, 1882 and 1881.

The new company
will commence operations next Monday.
Orders to the amount of $2000 have al-
ready been received. Fifteen thousand
dollars of the stock has already been sub-
scribed for. The company expects to be
exempted from taxation by the Windsor
town council on similar terms as were
granted to the E. T. Barnum works com-
pany. Only 100 hands will be employed
to commence with.

tSuicide or Accident?

In con-
sequence country merchants are withhold-
ing their orders from our leading dry goods
houses, and further sharp competition is
immediate. Large payments are oominﬁ
due by different mills between this an
1st October, and this unlooked for compe-
tition is considered as very unfortunate.

COLLAPSE OF A BUILDING,

The United States Hotel at Washington
in Ruins, :

WasHINGToX, Aug. 3.—The back part
of the United States hotel; situated on
Pennsylvania avenue, a short distance
west of the capitol, fell in without warning
this evening, burying in the rains & num-
ber of people variously estimated at from
7 to 30. Details not yet obtainable.

The building had a frontage of 125 feet
on the avenue and a depth of 185 feet, the
rear end opening upon an slley leadin
from Third to Fourth-and-a-Half street.
small portion of the rear wall was the first
to give way, and the general oolhfne of
the whole rear portion immediately fol-
lowed, sending up a great cloud of dust. A
geneml fire alarm was sounded, which

rought to the scene of the disaster a num-
ber of fire engines and hook and ladder
companies and a force of police. There were
about forty-five persons in the hotel
at the time, including guests and employes
and it was impossible at first to ascertain
how many were buried in the mass of
debris.

Cries and groans could be heard from
the ruins showing that all who were im-
prisoned were not dead. A large force of
men went to work and in he course of an
hour Ernest Snook,’a bey 11 years of age,
and Annie Dickson, a colored chamber-
maid, were rescued alive, but badly in-
jured. In the meantime it had
ascertained that the number of ns
buried in the’ ruins did not,prohsgl ex-
ceed seven. Besides the two mentioned
Mrs. Belden, wife of the proprietor, and
Mrs. Addie Fletcher, a colored chamber-
maid, were taken out alive and conveyed
to the Providence hospital. Solomon
Wilson, colored pantry cook; Harrison,
colored employe about. the hotel, and
Henry Hall, col cook, are still in the
ruins. It is also believed two other em-

loyes are buried under the debris. The

uilding was one of the oldest structures in
the city and is said to have been for a long
time unsafe,

Brutal Circus Men.
