They leit
the Elysee at 1.30 o'clock and an artillery
salute announced their arrival under the
central dome of thé exposition building. . Presi-
dent Carnot ascended a dais that had been
efettod under the dome, He was surrounded
by the members of the Cabinet. and wembers
of the Senate and Chamber of ‘Deputies. M.
Tirard, the Prime Minister, made an address
welcoming the Premdent. He declared that
the exhibition exceeded all expectati and
proved that the French people still preserved
all the qualities for which they had been not-
ed. Premdent Carnot in his address referred
to the indomitable energy of France in arising
from severest trinls to fresh industridl
triumphs. ~ He! afterwards = inspected the
various departments of the exhibition.

All the diplomatic representatives now in
Paris attended the opening ceremonies of the
Exposition unofficially, © although - their
Governments had declhned to permit them
officially to assist in the opening.
The gallery of the great building was a garden
of Parisian beauty and fine toilets. Mme.
Oarnot occupied a seat in the centre. Presi-
dent Carnot was greeted with cheers. The
Marsellsise was played by an orchestra and
sung by a chorus. {

Three of the Missing.

To-day Mrs, Oldfield arrived from Buffalo
to examine fhe remains of the dead with o
view of idenmnfying those of her son-in-law,
Mr. Harry Evyarts,'who ‘was: connected with
Forepaugh’s show, and was known to be on
the ill-fated tramn. Mrs. Oldfield was accom-
panied by Mr. Evarte’ little son, aged 8 years,
and Mr. Wheeler,of Messrs. Wheeler & Platt,
a Buffalo legal firm.

Evarts had a large amount of insurance on his
life; bence the anxiety of his relatives to prove
beyond a doubt that he was lost in the wreck.
Mr. Wheeler and Mrs. O.dfield are satisfied
that Mr. Evarts was in the burning car and
suffered the awful fate of some of his fellow-
passengers. A card with his name on, a
pencil and a watch charm on which was en-
graved au alligatorand a toad, which were
known tohave been worn by Mr. Evarts,
wera discovered.

Mrs. Fraser, wife of Mr. C. G. Fraser,
stenographer, of Torurto, came to the city to-
duy and was shown what was left of the vic-
tims. She could not identity the body of her
lLusband, altbough there is no doubt he was a
passenger on one of the cars that were burned,
A chain belonging to Mr. Fraser was found
amongst the articles picked up at the wreck.
This Mrs. Fraser identified.

Thorndale, Middlesex County, is in a state
of excitement over the disappearance of a
well-known resident, Mr. Steele, who left hia
home some eight or ten days ago and has not
Leen heard of since.

We should adopt
a peaceable method and means of
uniting the English speaking people in
the Dominion, The Freuch Catholics were a
unit; we were divided. There is talk of form-
ing a Protestant body, but how dangerous an
eolement that would be! I believe in keeping
ouy religion out of politics, that is, not religion,
but our religious issues. ‘I'he aggressive hier-
archy had obtained separate schools in this
province, but they were dying until a faction
endeavored to_introduce the Bible into the
publicschool. Ido not think that it has any
more right in our public schools than the
catechism has, No one could explain the Scrip
tures without giving it the color of his peculiar
views. We sheuid make our seculnr schoo!
secular: let the Bibie be taught in the home.”

‘Toronto, as Well as Jerusalem, Had Nts
“Potter’s Fleld,”
Up to 1826 only the Episcopal and Roman
Oatholic. Churches. were ~ allawed. to hold
ground for burial purposes, but in the year
nemed an nct was passed allowing certam in-
habitants of the town of York to acquire six
acres in the township of York for the purpose
of a general burying ground. This was named
“The Potter’s Field,” As showing the value
of land in those daysthe six atres cost $300.
It wassituated in Yorkville on the northwest
corner of Yonge and Bloor-streets, outside the
limits of the town. Tor over twenty-four
years the Potter’s Ilield was the only non:
sectarian burying ground in use, and had
rapidly filled up. _In the meantime, however,
the village of Yorkville had spruug into
existence and was fast increasing in popu-
lation, while the town of York had grown
into the city of Toronto, and building had
rapidly extended northward, along Yonge-
street, so thas it becawe apparent
that  the Cemetery of “The Pot-
ter's  Fiela” ocould mot, ing justice
to the hiving, . be continued. Tn 1849 an act
was passed g uting power to purchase other
25 acres.
The Neeropolis.

In the time a tarian burying-
ground thad been opened jn the northeast
under the name of the ** Necropolis,” and this
relieved the pressure on the Potter’s Field. In
18055, in response to the petition of the people
of Yorkville, the cemetery in their midst was
closed and the bodies removed to the Necro-
pelis. This latter cemetery consisted of 15
acres and was purchased b{ the Burial Trust
for $16,000. The beauty of its situation, on
the west bank of the River Don,north of Wm-
chester-street, is well known. Little more
than 40 years has sufficed to wellnigh fill the
Necrgpolis with silent inbabitants, There are
very few lots unsold.

About Meunt Pleasant.

1t being impossible to enlarge the boundaries
of the Necropoiis, by virtue of the ameuding
act of 1871, yiving power toacquire additional
land, the trustees purchased - the property
known as Mount Pleasant, and in 1873 they
became the owners of the 200 acres, at a cost
of $20,000. This acreage has- since been in-
creased, some fifty-three additional acres,
lying alongside, having been purchased  in
1883, at a cost of $15,000: other $40,000 was
expended on the grounds. The cewetery was
formally opened to the'Fnblic on the 4ch day
of November, 1576. The grounds have a
frontage on Younge-street of 1320 feet and ex-
tend eastward to the second concession of the
township of York, a distance of one and a
quarter miles—level table-land alternating
with hill and dale, while miniature lakes,
waterfulls and running creeks lend theisad-
ditional charms. Substantial gravel roads
bave been constructed, extending five miles
throughout the cemetery and affording ready-
access to any pars of it, while plank walks
have bren put down wherever necessary. )

These valuable properties (The Necropols
and Mount Pleasaut geemewry). pow under the
control of the Trust, are the fruit of the fore-
sight, prudence aud labes of gentlemen who,
61 years ago, purchased in the public interest,
the property which was known as “ Pottar’s
F iaﬁf” for the small sum ot $300.

The Other Cemeteries.

Nearly opposite Mount Pleasant is St. Mich-
ael's Cemetery, appropriated to the Roman
Catholic body. Many thousands of interments
haye taken place in this quiev sequestered
«“God's Acre.” Then the Jews have their own
bursal place on Pape-avenue, an unobtrusive
place not generally noticed by the public. The
old military burial ground in the western part
of the city near the old fort has long ceased
to be u for interment. It isin a dilapid-
ated state, but Her Majesty’s Army and Navy
Veterans' Society are going to see that a suit-
able monument shall be erccred tg mark the
resting-place of brave warriors, * boys of the
old brigad»,” and some of their former com-
rades-in-arms. )
