TEMPERANCE DISCUSSED IN THE
1LOCAL HOUSE,

'The Government’s Policy Arraigned By
Mr, Meredith—Mr. Mowat's Vigorous
Retort—The Defeat of the Scott Act—
The National Park—The Fusion of the

Courts.

The much-diécussed temperance question
cropped up rather unexpectedly yesterday
afternoon. Under cover of asking for'a re-
turn of copies of The case submitted for the
opinion of the Court of Appeal as to the
validity of the local option provisions of the
Municipal Act, and of the opinions of the
judges of the said court thereon, Mr. Mere-
dith Jaunched forth into a vigorous arraign-
ment of the policy of the Government in re-
gard to this question. i

He had substantial grounds, he thought,
for the complaint that the Government had
played with the temperance question.
Government by its action bad done much to
make the Scptt Act a nullity in this pro-
vince, Being avowedly a prohibition party,
its members had not been siucere at any
time in their motives. At present they were
ringing out of the country by taxation an
amount of $4000 and which, if the. public
prints were to be relied upon, they iatended
toincrease:;

There was one aspect of :the question, he
said, which should receive special attention.
1f the Government were sincere in pledging
themselves to advance the cause of prohibi-
tion throughout the Dominion they should
show it by prohibiting thesale of intoxicat-
ing liquors in every hotel, grog shop and
tavern throughout tho prpvince. If it was
within the competence of the Legislature
to allow municipalities” the right to actin
this manner, it was also within the juris-
diction of the ~ Government to discontinue,
finally, a similar course of procedure. In
conclusion, he ca.ed upon the Attorney-
General to say whether this were so or not.

On rising to reply Mr. Mowat, that be-
nignant smile so characteristic of him suf-
fusing his features, said that the speech just
concluded certainly contained very pro-
nounced opinions for a gentleman who had
never pretended, and was not at the time of
speaking, in favor of prohibition. In fact,
the Attorney-Greneral continued, the leader
of the Opposition thinks it would be very
convanient for his party if the Government

dopted such a re. It .woulds afford
him a better opportunity of crossing the
House than bad n presented during the
past 20 years or was likely to be presented
during the next 20.

Continuing Mr. Mowat averred that the
question as to whether the Govern-
ment had the authority or jurisdiction
to make a pronouncement “similar to the one
