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RUSSIA’S F1EET AT TOULON, Friday, Oct. 19 and 20, the Ruaeian 
officers will be entertained by the Town 
Council of Paris, the moat important items 
provided for them being a reception, a 
banquet and a ball at the Hotel de Ville de 
Paria.

During the reception Admiral Avellan 
will be presented with a massive silver 
statue one meter high, being a reproduction 
of the well-known bronze statue represent­
ing “La Paix Armee” (“Armed Peace”), by 
Coutan. Each superior officer in command 
of a ship will be presented with a reproduc­
tion of “La Penaee” ("Thought”), 76 centi­
meters high, one of the masterpieces of 
Uhapu, the well-known sculptor. Each 
other officer will receive a smaller repro­
duction of “La Penaee” in a suitable case. 
On each present the name of the officer 
will be engraved, together with the arms 
and motto of the city of Paria

The town council will send to each sailor 
a silver scarf pin engraved with the arms of 
the city and an album containing reproduc­
tions of the finest masterpieces of art adorn­
ing the Paris Town Hall.

During the whole of the stay of the Rus­
sian officers in Paris, the publi 
will be adorned with trophies ot flags form­
ed as follows: Tne central flag will be the 
Imperial Standard a{ Russia between the 
French Tricolor and tha Russian national 
flag; the naval flags of Russia will bo added 
to these trophies on all monuments belong­
ing to the French navy and to the French 
army. ■ ' V -

The Unique Piece of Engineering Neces­
sitated by a California Landslide.

Making a mountain stream run over 
and above a railroad track is a unique 
piece of engineering that the Southern 
Pacific Company is shortly to commence 
near Wright’s Station in tne Santo Cruzo 
Mountains. Last springs says The San 
Francisco Examiner, there was a big 
landslide at the northern end of the long 
tunnel near Wright's Station which 
caused a blockade of the South Pacific 
Coast road for a number of weeks and 
caved in about a hundred feet of the 
tunnel The moving side of the moun­
tain as it came down the canon filled up 
the bed of a large mountain stream to 
such on extent that it was five or six 
feet higher than the track. The creek is 
dry in the summer, but during the rainy 
season, unless its course is diverted, the 
mountain torrent will sweep over the 
road so as to make its operation at that 
point impossible.

The officials first entertained the idea 
of carting away large quantities of dirt 
to lower the bed of the stream to its old 
level But that plan was abandoned be­
cause of the great expense it would en­
tail, and it was then decided to extend 
the tunnel northward 200 feet and past 
the point where the stream crosses the 
track by an arch of solid masonry. Plans 
for this stone tunnel have been com­
pleted, The arch will be twenty feet 
high and be composed of huge blocks of 
stone that will stand the wear and tear 
of the weather for years. On the inside 
it will have the same width and height 
as the tunnel proper, and will be con­
structed in such a manner that the 
stream of water flowing over it will not 
percolate through. The top of the arch, 
when finished, will be about fifteen feet 
above the present bed of the stream, so 
the latter will have to be raised up to its 
level. This will necessitate filling in for 
a distance of several hundred feet. As 
the stream flows over the top of the 
stone arch it will have a fall of not less 
than twenty feet on the other side of the 
track. It will be a precipitous fall, and 
during the winter time, when the vol 
of water is large, will make a very 
pretty waterfall The officials are in­
clined to think it, will be the largest 
artificial waterfall in the world.

Amid the Huzzaing of Thousands and 
the Booming of Cannon—The Program 
of Festivities.

ception ot the Russian fleet could not be 
imagined. Yesterday's excursion trains 
brought 30,000 persons. Sixty thousand 
strangers slept in the town last night

At 10.30 gun shots from the arsenal at 
the Quai De La Darse Vieille announced 
that the Russians were coming.

As the big warships moved towards the 
arsenal docks the forts and guardships 
firing salutes and all the bands on ship­
board and along shore were playing the 
Russian anthem. The 50 or more French 
warships in the harbor had .all their decora­
tions out, their yards manned and their 
bands playing. As the Russians passed 
each French warship her marines gave a 
long cheer in unison and the marines of the 
visiting squadron cheered iu return. Ad­
miral Avellan stood uncovered on the bridge 
of the Emperor Nicholas L waving his cap 
constantly in response to greetings from 
every side. When the Russian warships 
had dropped anchor they all returned the 
salutes of the Frenchmen. The Russian 
Admiral was greeted with incessant cheer­
ing. He was received with high military 
honors and he proceeded at once with his 
staff to pay a visit to the French naval 
authorities. The fleet of small pleasure 
craft in the harbor increased rapidly 
noon; steamers, yachts and rowboats 
crowded around the Russians. The parties 
aboard them shouted almost constantly for 
Russia, the Czar and the friendship of the 
French and Russian Governments. Bands 
on the steamers

At 3.15 Adm 
landed at the quay opposite the town hall 
and proceeded to the town hall. There all 
the municipal and district officials, . 
deputations and senators and dele 
from. the provinces awaited 
The hall was filled to suffocation. The 
Socialist mayor of Toulon, M. Ferrao, made 
the first speech. His most notable words 
were:

“The representatives of all the depart­
ments of France have gathered here with 
the municipal authorities of Toulon to 
show you how the hearts of all Frenchmen 
beat with one accord, animated solely by 
the feeling that your visit cements the 
friendship of the two nations, and proves 
the affinity of the two races. ”

After the Mayor of Marseilles had made 
an address of similar tenor Mme. Juliette 
presented the jewels bought for the Russian 
sailors’ wives with money subscribed by 
the women of France.

Fifth day — On Sunday, October 22, 
General Loizillon, Minister of War, will 
hold a grand reception and entertain the 
Russian officers at luncheon at the War 
Office, Rue St. Dominique.

Among the officers on board the flagship 
are M. De Netidoff, son of tho Russian Am­
bassador at Constantinople, Dr. Popoff and 
Prince Makontoff. Capt. Dyker is the 
officer in command, and Capt. Zatzarenny 
is the assistant commander of the flagship. 
Tho Nicholas I belongs to the Baltic fleet,

The French staff which met the Russian 
squadron at Toulon consisted of Admiral 
de Boissoudy of the flagship Formidable, 
Guckin de Slane, chief of the staff; Captain 
Bienaime, assistant chief of the staff; M. 
Chatelle, commissioner.

The Formidable is a steel barbette ship 
with two screws. She was launched at 
L’Orient in 1885, has a displacement of 
11,910 tons, 9600 horsepower and a speed 
ot 15 knots; she has one torpedo tube, 
eight machine guns and 15 breech-loading 
guns.

The Minister of War, General Loizillon; 
Admiral Rieunier, Minister of Marine; M. 
Dupuy, Minister of the Interior and M. 
Develle, Minister of Foreign Affairs, were 
also present at the reception of the R 
visitors; the Conseil-General de la Seine 
was also in attendance.

As soon as the Russian ships arrived at 
the port of Toulon M. Bret, Prefect of the 
Var; M. Gaston Perivier, Sub-Prefect of 
Toulon, and M. Martial Dragon, the Rus­
sian Consul at Toulon, went on board the 
Emperor Nicholas I. in order to welcome 
Admiral Avellan in the name of the French 
Government. The usual salutes were ex­
changed by the Russian ships and the forts, 
21 guns by each ship of the French squad­
ron, the latter ships having hoisted the 
flag of the Russian navy.

On landing the Russian officers were wel­
comed by M. Ferrero, Mayor of Toulon, 
and the Toulon Town Council in the name 
of the inhabitants of the town.

The Russian officers will after­
wards ascend to the first platform of the 
Eiffel Tower, whence they will witness the 
illumination and fireworks display provid­
ed by Ruggieri, the well-known pyrotech- 
nician, with the help of all the leading elec­
trical firms. ^

Sixth day—On Monday, Oct. 23, the 
program provides for a grand banquet and 
reception given by M. Dupuy, the Prime 
Minister.

Seventh day—On Tuesday, Oct, 24, be­
fore their departure the Russian officers will 
take luncheon with President Carnot at the 
Palais de l’Elysee.

On their return to Toulon from Paris the 
Russian officers will spend one day at 
Lyons and one day at Marseilles.

The Admiral Jaureguiberry will be 
launched at Toulon in presence of the 
Russian officers. The new French war 
vessel is a steel turret ship. She has two 
screws, is of 11,820 tons displacement and 
13,270 horsepower. Her estimated speed 
is 18 knots. The now warship has six 
torpedo launching tubes, 24 quick fire guns 
and 12 other guns.

President Carnot and the Russian am 
bassador, Barun de Mohreoheim, may after­
wards go to Toulon, and return the visit of 
the Russian officers to Paris by inspecting 
the Russian fleet.

Nf.w York, Oct. 13. —Bradstreet’a to­

morrow will say : Warm weather has un­
favorably affected the drygoods demand at 
Montreal. Retailers’ stocks are extremely 
light. Ocean freights are advancing. All 
space for October is taken in anticipation 
of navigation closing. Naval stores and 
cement are higher. At Toronto there is a 
fair trade in drygoods and groceries. Grain 
is depressed. Collections are fairly satis­
factory. Halifax reports the lobster catch 
fair, but the quantity of codfish taken is 
not up to the average. Drygoods are in 
fair demand, with collections improved. 
Canadian bank clearings aggregate $19,321,- 
904, a decrease of 1 per cent, from last 
year. There were 32 failures in Canada 
against 30 last week, 36 last year, 60 in 
1891, 29 in 1890 and 41 in 1889.
