In conclusion, he asked his friends
who had trusted Sir John A. Mac-
donald and Mr. Thomas White to act
as they knew those gentlemen would
act if they were alive, and doing so
they couldn’t do otherwise than sup-
port him. Mr. Stubbs was to be left
out of the question. The is-
sue was between Mr. Henry
and himself, and if the Conserva-
tives did not want to strike a blow
at the Government, they would have
to support the Conservative candidate.
Mr. Stubbs’ Speech.

Mr. Stubbs was the next speaker.
He was received with a cheer. Mr.
Willoughby’s policy, he said, was along
the line of the old party and the old
men—some of them dead. He thought
that what was wanted was a live ques-
tion, and the most important question
before the country to-day was the
Manitoba school question. It was that
question that had called for an extra
session of Parliament. Why was Card-
well vacant to-day, but because the
late representative was bound in honor
to vote against fhat Government
which he was elected to support ? He
accused Mr. Willoughby of having
changed tacks on the schol question.
Had he stood by his first declaration
he (the speaker) would not be a candl-
date to-day. As for Mr. Henry, his
attitude was that of Mr. Laurier, and
that was an attitude of delay. Why
was it necessary to appoint a com-
mission ? Manitobd was able to con-
duct its own affairs and it was the
policy of himself and his supporters
to allow it to conduct its own affairs.

Mr. Henry was the next speaker. He
said he was the Liberal candidate, a
Reformer and a thome man. He had
been pressed into the field by farmers
on both sides of p¥litics, beca.u:ee/(&
was felt that the \farmers we ot
receiving justice at'the hands of the
Government, and were anxious to have
a farmer representative. H was put
in the field by a fairly representative
convention and would stay there until
he was taken away. He had been ac-
caused of a good many things and
in many ways had been misrepresent-
ed; he had been accused of selling out,
but he could say that he had never
been aproached by the representa-
tives of any party with a view to sell-
ing out. He laid special emphasis on
his being a “home” man and proceed-
ed to discuss the trade question as it

{affected the farming community. * If

we couldn’t have free trade he wanted
fair trade. He denounced the National
Policy for having “tariffed” the trade
and the people of Canada out of the
country. With reference to the school
question, he was prepared to stand
by the policy of the Liberal party. He
was in favor of a commission of en-
quiry to investigate the matter thor-
oughly.
Col. O’'Brien Called On.

Col. O’Brien;’ was next called upon.

It was arranged that Mr. Willough-
by should open the meeting and that
Mr. Foster should close it, This was
an unufortunate arrangement for Mr.

Mr. Willoughbg was given a splen-
did hearing. e pointed with pride
to the fact that he was the candidate
of a party which had selected him with
hearty unanimity. He was the can-
didate of a party whose policy was
very well known. It had changed at
times as changing circumstances re-
quired, but in all the years of its ex-
istence it had retained its distinctive
characteristics. 1t was a policy of pro-
tection for the manufacturing indus-
tries and for the farmers of the coun-
try. It was a national policy in that
it sought to make a composite union
out of the various elements of the
Dominion. The Conservative party
was a Dominion party; the Liberal
party was a provincial party. But
there was also now a third party, the
party of Mr. McCarthy, Mr. McCarthy
should never attempt to force his par-
ty on Cardwell, for When that gentle~
man’s political fortunes were at a very
low ebb it was Cardwell that took him
up and gave him a seat in Parliament.
Mr. McCarthy might say he was as
good a Conservative now as any - of
them. This the speaker denied. He
refused to recognize Mr. McCarthy in
his present attitude as a good Conser-
vative. On the contrary the Domin-
fon Government had now no more hos-
tile opponent than Mr. McCarthy, and
if Mr. Stubbs was true to his princi-
Ples, he, too, would have to rank with
those who sought the overthrow of
the Government. The Reformers now
felt that they had the chance of a
life-time and were taking every ad-
Vantage of it. But he believed that
the men of Cardwell who had stood by
Bir John Macdonald through good re-
Port and evil report, would still re-
main true to their allegiance.

The speaker then. proceeded to con-
sider the policy of the Government in
relation to the interests of the agri-
cujtural commamnity.

ate schools had brought no proper re-
{turn, and the Governemnt of Manito-
| ba was therefore perfectly justified in
making the change it had made. He
defied anyone to show wherein the
judgment of the Privy Council impos-
ed any obligation on the Dominion
Government to redress any supposed
grievance in Manitoba. He accused
the Dominion Government of constant-
ly violating the constitution and he
gave as an instance the vacant Mont-
real collectorship, when the late mem-
ber for Cardwell was allowed to sit
in the House with the promise of a
Government situation in his pocket.
The present election, he declared, turn-
ed solely on the school question. It
was said that the support of Mr.
Stubbs meant the support of the Lib-
eral party, and the support of the
Liberal party would mean the defeat
of the Government. Even so, he - did
not think that any great catastrophe
would result, for Mr. Laurier could
hardly get his party into a worse hole
that Mackenzie Bowell had got his
party into. He was not in sympathy
with the Liberal policy, either, and he
gave some reasons why he was not.
Mp. Frank Pedley.

Mr. Frank Pedley of Toronto was
{ next called upon. He began at once
by stating the position of the Liberal
party with reference to the Manitoba
school question. That policy in brief
was the appointment of a
commission to investigate the whole
question, and that policy, he declared,
was suggested by the Manitoba Legis-
lature itself. He made a statement of
the Liberal policy with reference to
the tariff question and assailed the
National Policy for having retarded
the growth of the country and the de-
velcpment of its resources. He made
hurried references to some acts of the
Government, which he felt called for
condemnation, and some of the acts
which did not call for condemnation he
declared had been inaugurated by the
\Government solely for the purpose
of catching the ears of the electors.
He closed by calling upon all believers
in the doctries of Liberalism to rally
to the support of the candidate of the

eral party.

- x;lr. MeCarthy’s Speech.
Mr. D’Alton McCarthy was next call-
ed upon. He claimed that he was as
good a Conservative as he was 19
years ago, and if he had gained any
experience in those years his country
was entitled to it. He had supported
the National Palicy, but only to give
the manufacturers a start, and he
claimed that he was a good Conserva-
tive in withdrawing from the support
of the National Policy, now that the
manufacturers had got a rt. He
characterized the talk about protecting
the farmer as delusive. Farmers were
not protected; and did not need pro-
tection. But he was not going to be
drawn into & discussion Of the tariff,
for the reason that Parliament was
called together for the 2nd of Janu-
ary for one purpose and one purpose
only, and that was the school question.
He read a letter which Mr. Willough-
by had written, setting forth his views
on the school question. The letter was
written to one Jackson Brett, Camilla,
and was dated Nov. 7th, of this year.
In this letter Mr. Willoughby stated
that he was opposed to any interfer-
ence with Manitoba from Wwhatever
qguarter it might come. If Mr. Wil-
loughby had stuck to this, ~Mr. Mc-
Carthy declared that his candidate
would not now be in the fleld. He de-
nied that Parliament was bound to
pass any remedial legislation.
There was no power on
earth that could compell
parliament to pass any law. He then
proceeded to the school question, but

It was dark' by
this time and the crowd' began to
move for home, so that Mr. Foster
spoke under serious difficulties and
his remarks were necessarily brief..

HE TOOK ROUGH ON RATS.

FRANK MALLOY MAKES A DRTER-
MINED ATTEMPT ON HIS LLIFE.

A Well-Enown Cripple’s Rash Act-Found
Writhing on the Stdewalk om Quecn-
Street East—~Carried to a  Veterinary’s
Oflice, Where Timely Medical Assist-
ance Probably Saves His Life.

Despondent and tired of life, Frank Mal-
loy, a man about 35 years of age, who has
lately ‘been living at 152 York-street, at-
tempted suicide on Queen-street east by
taking ‘“Rough on rats’’ at about7? o’clock
last night. He administered the dose to
himself on Queen-street near Bolton-avenue
and walked east to aear Logan-avenue.
where he fell writhing in pain to the side-
walk. He was carried into the office of
Dr. Rudd, veterinary surgeon, where emet-
ics were given, and Drs. Brown, Rowan and
Cleland were summoned. A stomach
pump was brought into operation, and
about 6 drachms of the poison was in this
maner removed from the man’s inside. A
small box half full of * Rough.on rats”
was found on his person.

The police ambulance was called, and
Dr. Brown accompanied the would-be sui-
cide to St. Michael's Hospital.

Malloy is well-known in the centre por-
tion of . the city. Some years ago his
feet were frozen in the Northwest, and he
had to have them both -amputated, having
them replaced by artificial ones. For
some time he conducted the Army and
Navy cigar store on Adelalde-street east,
opposite the Court House. Since then he
has been in the House of Providence, but
left that institution a short time ago, and
went to board on York-street. Malloy s
a brush maker by trade, and has no rela-
tices, ‘He will probably recover.

Malloy died shortly before 3 o’clock
this morning.

THE THUNDERER ON THE MESSAGe

The London Times Says Mr. Cleveland’s
Message Makes the Situation Ome of
Gravity—Britain Can Sabmit to Ne
Such Dictation—And the Schomberg
Line Will be Adhered to.

London, Dec. 18.—~The Times says:
“It is imposisble to disguise the grav-
ity of the difficulties that have arisen
between this country and the United
States. The message which President
Cleveland transmitted to Congress and
the reception it met from both sides
in the Senate give an additional im-
portance to the dispatches that have
passed between the State Department
at Washington and the Foreign Office.
The details of the boundary dispute
with Venezuela are insignificant in
comparison with the far-reaching claim
put forward in Mr. Olney’s despatch
and emphasized in Mr. Cleveland’s
message. Convinced as we are that a
rupture between the two great Eng-
lish speaking communities would be a
calamity not only to themselves, but
to the civilized world, we are neverthe-
less driven to the conclusion that the
concessions that this country is im-
periously summoned to make are such
a.g no self-respecting nation and least
of all one ruling an empire that has
roots in every quarter of the globe
could possibly submit to. The Unitsi
States, themselves would never dream
for a moment of yielding to this kind
of dictation. We are of the same blood
and shall not be less careful of our
national honor. We can hardly believe
that the course threatened by Mr.
Cleyeland will be seriously adopted by
the American Government, but if so
it will. be incumbent upon us, with~
out entering upon any aggressive mea-
sures, to protect our Imperial interests
and stand up for our rights under in-
ternational law. It must be observed
that the Monroe doctrine upon which
Mr: Olney rlies, has received an en-
tirely new development by the state-
mnt in his despatch and in Mr.Cleve-
land’s message that the doctrine is ad-
mitted by all the highest authorities.
It has never been recognized even in
its original form as a rule of interna-
tional law. Lord Salisbury express2s
his full concurrence with the view that
the disturbance of territory in the
western hemisphere by fresh acquisi-
gition on the part of 'European states
is highly inexpedient, but the recog-
nition of this expediency does not
cover the preposterous deductions from
the Monroe doetrine which Mr. Olney’s
despatch puts forward and Mr.Cleve-
land makes the basis of the most as-
tounding proposal that perhaps has
ever been advanced by any govern-
ment intime of peace since the days of
Napoleon.””

After a summarised review of the
despatches and massages +tge Times
continues: ‘“We desire to speak with
all proper reserve of what is still in
the form at least of diplomatic nego-

‘tiations, but we can confldently pre-

dict that the pretensions thus put for-
ward by the President and apparent-
1y aecclaimed by the Senate, and with
rare exception hailed by the press on
both sides as vigorous and patriotic,
will not be-admitted by this country.

“We are bound to resist the claims
which the Monroe doctrine has for

and to which Mr. Olney has added
comemnts and inferences against
which an emphatic ‘protest must ‘be
made.” '

The Times refers to the cool assump-
tion based upon a distance of 3000
miles and continues : “A power which
has command of the sea does not re-
gard the 3000 miles of intervening
ocean as severing it from its subjects.
The American tradition will not be
strengthened by Mr. Olney’s claim of
moral superiority on the ground that
self-government is only enjoyed by re-
publics. We think we have something
like self-ogvernment here, even though
we have not yet developed a Tammany
Flall; and we are vain enough to be-
lieve that liberty is more real and
healthy in Great Britain than in Vene-
zuela. Those unnecessarily aggressive

| assertions seem to point to the pos-

sibility that this sudden offensive
movement on the part of the United
States has more to do with party poli-
ties' than with diplomacy. Much may
be pardoned in view of the approach-
ing election, which to a large extent

i explains the union of the Republicans

and Democrats in raising a jingo cry.
It is to be remembered, moreover, that
a good deal of time must elapse before
