The last fall here has been exceps

as early as the 18th of October, angd oblig-
ed me to suspend operations - T observe
your reference to the fact of a Mr. Drew
having raised some stalks of cane to a
length of 12 feet. This is extraordinary,
and beyond the average here. Tt will
grow here from six to fwelve, but extra-
ordinary long cane is no better than an
average of eight feet. The great advaun-
tage in this particular plant, ¢ The Amber
cane," is that it seems pacticularly suited
to northern climatgs. You may say to the
farmers of Nictaux and Middleton, that
one acre of amber cane wil} produce five
times the value of anything else they can
plant. Besides it does not require to
mature fully to make gaod syrup. I have
a pan 15 feet long and make syrup weigh-
ing 124 1bs. to the gallon. It sells here
readily at 60c. and 75¢c., and it contains 3sa
much gugar that one gallon is worth twa
of molasses. 1 can give your farmers every
informagion in regard to planting, when
ta do it, how to gather it, and how to treat|
it generally. T would advise Mr. Drew tg
go into tha crop largely and not do as 1
did the first year--get too small a mill
and then hagve to get rid of it. With us
too large a stock and injures the flavor of
the syrup.

The seed must not be covered with a
hoe but with the foat only, and obly to
the depth of half an inch. The seed every
year had better be obtained from Kansas,
which will cost only 25¢. per pound and
prepaid.  About two pounds will do an
