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Nova Scotians as Bank Shareholders.

We have been in the receipt of a Domin-
jon Blue Book, for a week or more, en-
titled Lists of Shareholders in the Charter-
ed Banks of the Dominion of Canada, from
which we have gleaned some facts which
we think will prove of interest to our many
readers, more especially as they may be
considered as indications of the growing
wealth of this section of the Dominion.

The value of the shares held by Nova
Scotians in these banks will astonish those
who are already not posted in the matter.
In this article we shall corfine ourselves to
some of the banks of this province.

The Halifax Banking Company has a
capital of $500,000, all paid in, and resi-
dents of the province own shares in that
bank to the value of $484,000, leaving only
the small sum of sixteen thousand dollars
worth of shares in the hands of persons
outside of Nova Scotia. A careful analy-
sis of this establishment shows the very
gratifying fact that not less than §122,840
is held by shareholders outside of Halifax
and Dartmouth. It has been gemerally
supposed that the shaves in the banks hav-
ing thei ad offices in the capital were
men residing in that city, and who had
made their capital the The fact just
stated, however, goes to prove that coun-
try shareholders have a large and probably
in ing interest in their share lists, and
the proportion now held in the country

We take next the Merchants’ Bank of
Halifax, with its capital of $1,100,000, and

$16,320 worth of shares held by persons not
residing in the province. Of the former
489,000 is in the hands of Halifax and
Dartmouth parties, and $95,000 in those
having homes elsewhere in the province,
but the ratio of the latter to the former is
a trifle under one fifth of the whole, or as 1

Of the capital stock of the Union Bank
of Halifax, which consists of $500,000, the
sum held by others than Nova Scotians is
only $42,100, which leaves $457,900 as the
value of shares held in the proviuce, and of
this amount $372,000 is in the hands of Hal-
ifax and Dartmouth, and $85,950 in the
hands of those domiciled in other parts of
the province; and here again the proportion
of the latter to the former is as 1 to 4}.
These results, while they have excited our
surprise, have also produced pleasure in
our miuds, for we find in the distribution
of these sharcs a certain proof that the
country towns and villages, their traders
and dealers, manufacturers and ship build-
ers and owners, are well up in the race of
progress with their fellows in the capital,
doing a fair share of profitable business in
every section of the province. Want of
space preveuts us pursuing the subject fur-
ther this week, but we can assure our read-
ers of a still greater surprise, when we
shall‘have summed up the results of our
analysis of the contents of these lists. -

An Immigration Movement.

We learn from Manitoba newspapers
recently reccived that since the first of the
current year the immigration into that pro-
vince from the adjoining state of Dacotah
has been greater up to this time than it was
during the whole of the preceding year.
The new incomers are chiefly of the farmer
class, and the movement is said to be chief-
ly due to the loss, or partial loss, of their
crops from drought, for the last three
years. They report that a still larger
number of the Dakotan scttlers are to fol-
low their example in seeking new homes
in the more favored province of Manitoba,
where we hope they will not Le disappoint-
ed in their desire to better their condition.
It is also said that a considerable angment-
ation in the population of the territories
along the American border is being made
from similar causes.

Said book ow a balance in the Bank
of Nova Scotia of one hundred and twenty-
five dollars and seventy-seven cents and a
loan to John L. Cox, i, Secretary
Treasurer, of one hundred and fif vine
dollars and 67 cents, or a total in hand of
two hundred and eighty-five dollars and
forty-four cents. In addition to this we
find five dollars aud fifty-eight cents duc
from J. N. Rice and a note for thirty-two
dollars and seventy cents from A. E. Sulis,
both on sewerage account.

We find what appears to be an irregu-
larity in the account of R. A. Crowe for
laying sewer, as according to his contract
he should mal atch-basins, and we
find the commissioners have paid out the
sum of seven dollars in making such catch-
basins.

We would also bring to the notice of the
commissioners the fact that their books do
not show the amount of the stock on hand
such as water pipe, sewer pipe, fire appar
atus, etc., etc., which we think would be
very desirable.

We as a committee feel really dissatisfied
with the manner in which the books of the
commissioners have been kept, as we think
it is very pecessary to have a Ledger ac-
count for each department of the ice,
thereby showing the cost of construction
and maintenance of each more readily than
at prescnt.

We do not make these remarks for the
purpose of finding fault with the commis
sioners, but mcn')y that the accounts may
