HOUSE OF ASSEMBLY.
WEeDNESDAY, Feb. 19,

Mr. Macdonell, of Dundas, moved that the House do resolve
itself into a committee of the whole, to consider the expediency
of repealing the several laws relating to the Court of Chauncery
in Upper Canada, and to extend further the equitable jurisdic~
tion of the Court of Queen’s Bench. The motion was carried
on a division, Yeas 28; Nays 20; but the committee rose
without reporting. The ground of opposition to the present
consideration of the subject was, that there bad been a com-
mission issued to report upon the Court of Chancery, and that
that report would be laid before the House in a few days, when
it would be time enough to go into the matter. It was acknow-
ledged that there were abuses in the Court of Chancery, but it
was argued that these might be amended without such a sweep-
ing measure as the abolition of the Court itself. A Bill to in-
corporate a company to construct a railroad from Montreal to
the Province line, was read a second time, and referred to the
standing committee on private bills. The bill to convey real
estate to the college of Regiopolis was read a second time, and
referred to a special committee. The Bill for the better regu-
lation of the office of Sheriffs in Upper Canada, introduced by
Mr. Macdonell, of Dundas, was read a second time, and referred
to a special committee, in order that some of its provisiens may
be modified.

TrursDAY, Feb. 20.

Mr. Powell’s Naturalization Bill was reported by the eom-
mittee of the whole, with amendments. We are not informed
of the nature of these amendments. Two clauses were pro-
posed by Mr. Hale, one conferring the right of voting upon
aliens whose ancestors or themselves had held freeholds in Ca-
nada for ten years; the other making aliens liable to serve as
Jurors, Road Surveyors, Municipal officers, and Militia-men.
Both were, however, withdrawn. Col. Prince’s Bill to amend
the Registry Laws was considered in committee of the whole,
and reported with some amendments.

Frinay, Feb. 21.

On Friday, Mr. Johnson made an effort to shorten the usual
time of sitting of the House, by limiting it to ten o'clock in the
evening. After a slight discussion, the motion was negatived.
Lengthy debates took place on the Education Bill for Lower
Canada, and the Bill to amend the Municipal ordinance. They
are not, however, reported.
time in the consideration of Mr. Sherwood’s Bill for the relief
of Insolvent Debtors in Upper Canada, which was reported by
the committee of the whole, with several amendnents.

Monpay, Feb. 24.

Col. PriNcE moved for leave to introduce a Bill to provide
against the desecration of the Sabbath. The announcement
was received upon the opposition side with ironical cheers.

Mr. Mur~Eey congratulated Col. Prince upon his change of
sentiment. When that gentleman had introduced his Gime
Bill, it had been without the clause providing agiinst hunting
on the Sabbath.  Upon the third reading of that bill, he (Mr.
M.) had moved for the introduction of this clause, bat the mo-
tion was rejected.  He had then begged that it might be ex-
tended to Upper Canada, but that had also been refused, and he
believed that Col. Prince had voted against it. He trusted that
the bill would be received, at least so far as Upper Canada was
concerned. :

The Sovicrror GENERAL vindicated Col. Prince; there
was no inconsistency in that gentleman’s conduct, be had been
always in favour of such an enactment. He trusted that the
bill would pass the honse.

Mr. MorrATT would vote for.the reception of the bill; but
when it came up for discussion, he would not vote for its appli-
cation to those of the Roman Catholic religion, if they did not
desire it.

Tuespay, Feb. 25.

Col. PRINCE rose to make a motion, which he had no doubt
would he aceepted by both sides of the house with great favour,
In a few words, he begged leave to move, that an humble Ad-
dress be presented to his Excellency the Governor General, to

congratulate him on his elevation to the Peerage of the United |
Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland, and to express their |

gratitude to their august Sovereign for thus rewarding bis Ex-
cellency’s distingnished merits.  He was secouded by his hon.
friend, the member for Prince Edward, (Mr. Roblin). As the
Governor General's excellence of character was universally
acknowledged, he hoped he should meet with the full assent of
the house, in rendering this testimonial of esteem.

Mr. CurisTIE said, he held an address in his hand, which
was precisely similar in effect to that of the hon. member for
Essex. Both were independent men, unconnected with the
government,

Mr. ArrorNEY GENERAL (East) said, that it gave him the
highest satisfaction to hear the remarks which had fallen from
the two hon. gentlemen who had just sat down. He believed
the proper course in these cises of congratulatory addresses was
the one taken—that they should come from some independent
member.

Mr. DrRumMonD, Mr. PricE, and Mr. LAFONTAINE opposed
the motion.

Mr. DeBLEURY, in allusion to a remark by an hon. member,
would call the present distinguizhed Governor General a second
Prevost to this country ; for he had shewn himself a true friend
toit. The hon. member, as a Canadian, was happy to bear
testimony to the good results of his Excellency’s Administration
in Canada.

* Mr. BerTHELOT would not vote for the motion.

Mr. CarisTIe moved a verbal amendment to the address,

Mr. MoFFATT said, he was not in the house when the origi-
nal motion had been made, but he rejoiced that he had arrived
in time to record his vote in its favour. There was no portion
of the public life of that illustrious individual (the Governor
General) that was more deserving of the approbation of the
Sovereign than his conduct in this Colony. It was his earnest
prayer that he might be spared for many years to enjoy the
honour conferred upon him, and he was convinced that if he
was so spaced, he would leave the Colony with the approbation
even of the gentlemen upon the opposition benches, and if he
did not do so, it would not be his fault,

Mr. Jounsron said, that he had expected that the vote upon
this occasion would have been an unanimous one—that it would
have been met in the same manner as the motion for the intro -
duction of the French langnage into the Journals had been
treated by members on this side of the house—by an unanimous
vote. Such a proceeding would only have been shewing a pro-
per respect to the noblen.an at the head of affairs. That noble-
man was spending his days in misery in this country, in‘com-
parison to what he might do at home, and it was only a spirit
of disappointment which could raise objections to such a vote.

Mr. Arnwin spoke long and vehemently against the motion.
His language on one occasion became so disrespectful to her
Majesty’s Representative, that he was reprimanded by the
Speaker. Some of his statements were singular in the extrente,
and exceeded even his usual violence. * He had read the debate
which had taken place in the House of Commons when the vote
of £2,000 to him (Lord Seaton) and his heirs was moved, and
the only man whao, on that occasion, spoke like a Briton, much
as he was calumniated and ridiculed, was Joseph Hume.—
(Cheers and laughter). * * * * * He (the Governor
General) had lent the influence of his politics, the weight of his
name and character to introduce democracy in this Colony.—
The Sovereign never became the head of a party—the Sovereign
never sat at the Council Board with her Minister; but the
President of the United States and the Governor General of
Canada did so—(Oh! oh! and ironical cheers).

Dr. DunLop—When did the Queen give it up?

Mr. AyLwiN continued— When did che give it up? She
has never done so—the Sovereigns of the House of Hanover
have neverdone so. (Laughter). * * * * Thispeerage
is but the harbinger of the reeall of the Governor General.—
* * * * There might be Chartists in England, there might
be bad men in Irelaud, and turbulent men in Wales, but in
Canada there was not onedisloyal * * * * QurGover-
nors should recoilect that the people of this country are not the
ignorant herd they are in England, but that they possess a far
greater knowledge of Constitutional and Parliamentary Law,
than the people they have left. (Ironical cheers). * * * *
No administration had ever occupied the humiliating position

The Hon. Member tuunted the admi-
nistration with its mujorities; if he really believed what he
stated, that the Government could not command a greater ma-

Mr. Sol. General SuerwooD said, that the hon. member for
Quebee had outraged every principle of Responsible Govern-
ment in the attack he had made upon the Governor General.
Such language as he had made use of was contrary to the prac-
tice and would not be tolerated in the British House of Com-
mons.  Sir, if 1 were placed in opposition to-morrow, and was
called upon to vote for such an address, and refused to do so, 1
should feel that I was chargeable with being actuated by some-
thing more than a desire to do my duty, by sometling more
than met the eye and ear, and that I was not pursuing that
course which a highminded Englishman would upon such an
occasion. (Cheers.)

ResecrioNy Losses.—Mr. PAriSEAU moved that it was
expedient to devote the sum of £40,000, taken from the Tavern
Licenses of Upper Canada, to the payment of the Rebellion
Losses; and to take a similar sum, as an equivalent, from the
Licenses of Lower Canada, to be devoted to District purposes
therein.

To this reasonable proposition, the opposition demurred, on
the ground that similar provisions had not been made for Lower
Cunada, which bad also suffered during the rebellion. Long
speeches were made by Messrs. AvLwiN, LAFONTAINE, and
Barnpwin, with no other object but to show how little sympathy
they have with those who saved the country in 1837-8, and
how gladly they would shirk their just claims if they could.—
Thus it was asserted that the vote of the Upper Canada Parlia-
ment in 1840 was not a charge on the consolidated revenue, as
the money then voted was not in the hands of the Receiver
General ; and turther, that the effect of the present proposition
would be unfair to Lower Canada, which raised a smaller sum
for tavern licenses than Upper Canada. It was also brought as
acharge against the ministry, that they had not dared to pro-
pose a direct tax, as they should have done, for the payment of
these claims, but had endeavoured to provide for them indirectly
and at the expense of Lower Canada.

These objections were replied to by the ArToryeEY GENE-
RAL, who said there was not the least objection that the losses
of Lower Canada should form a subject for the consideration of
Parliament, and that had they been in the same state as those
of Upper Canada, he would have proposed that they should be
treated in a like manner. But before any thing could be done
in that matter, it would be necessary that there should be a
Commission to ascertain what the losses were, and in the mean
time it would not be fair to expect that the claims of Upper
Canada, which had been recognized by two parliaments, should
lic over.  He gave it as his opinion that, by the terms of the
55th clause of the Union Act, the debt in question was a charge
on the consolidated fund, and contended that no fairer way of
liquidating it could be found than that which had been sub-
mitted. The reason of the greater amount of the fund in Upper
Canada, he explained, arose from the fact that the price of the
license was fixed by the magistrates in Quarter Sessions, and
was heavier in the Upper than in the Lower Province.

There is one circumstance connected with these claims which,
we think, ought not to be overlooked, and it is this. In Upper
Canada the claims are for losses sustained by persons who fought
in defence of the British Crown. In Lower Canada, they are
for losses sustained by persons who were in arms against that
Crown. Now whilst it may be expedient to pay both these
classes of claims, we totally deny that they can be equally
claimed as a right.  'We draw a broad distinction between the
services of the western volunteers, and the friends of Dr. Nelson
at St. Denis. "The one have a just claim to remuneration, and
no government which wishes to enjoy the confidence of the
people can overlook it; but it is not so with the other. It may
be politic to pay them, but they cannot claim it as a right. If
it came to strict justice, they should look to those who led them
into difficulty. They may have a claim on Mr. Lafontaine and
Dr. Nelson, but they have none, strictly speaking, on the Pro-
vincial Government.— dbridged from Montreal Transcript.

After a lengthened discussion, the Committee rosey reported
progress, and asked leave to sit again.

WebNESDAY, Feb. 26.

. The debate on Mr. Papineau’s motion, relative to the provi-
sion for Losses sustained during the Rebellion, was resumed ;
and resulted in the adoption of the original motion (the Amend-
ments of Messrs. Lafontaine and McDonald of Glengary having
been rejected) by a division of 43 in favour, and 30 against ;
Messrs. Roblin, Smith (Wentworth), and Thompson voting
with the majority.

Margriae Licexse Funn.—The House in Committee on
the Marriage License Fee Fund Bill.

Mr. Caristie brought up the Bill as reported by the Select
Committee. !

Mr. DrRAPER argued against the bill, because the Committee
had neglected to inquire into the very matter which was of all
others the most important in connection with this subject;
they had not inquired into the origin of the fund. He con-
tended that the Church of England had derived the right of
marrying through the Chureh of Rume,and np to a very recent
period no marriages were lawful in Eogland except those cele-
brated by the clergy of that Church. This was also the case
in Canada till a late period, except in such cases as were spe-
cially provided for on account of the distance at which the cler-
gymen resided from the places at which the parties lived; he
l!elleved that that right was transferred to the civil power at the
time of the Reformation, when the ecclesiastical supremacy was
transferred to the head of the state, but was always exercised
'h_m“gh ecclesiastics. Among Roman Catholics, the clergy
still retained this power ; which he believed would never have
been trenched upon by the civil authority, except at a time
when there was no episcopal authority in the country. He
therefore thought he was not asking too much when be desired
some delay in this matter, so that the Church of England should
not be placed in a worse position than the Church of Rome.

Mr. Crgistie did not believe that this fund was beneficial
to the Church, and entered upon some statistical details in proof
of this assertion. Since the Union, this gentleman (Mr. Samp-
son) had instructed the distributors in Upper Canada to charge
30s., of which they remit 20s. In Lower Canada, they charge

40s., and retaiu 5s.

Now, he wished to call the attention of |

gentlemen who talkcd about this being an ecclesiastical fee to %
the fact, that in Lower Canada the distributors are all clergy- |
men, and 5s. is the miserable allowance they got for all the
[ trouble and anxieties of their office.

Mr. WiLL1ams was opposed to this bill, as it would place the
Charch of England on a lower footing than the Church of
Rome. The plan that he would propose would be, that the
Provincial Secretary should send a certuin number of marriage
licenses to agents who would distribute them and keep an ac-
count. So many licenses sold to Church of England, so many
to Presbyterians, to Methodists, &c., and when bhis supply of
licenses was out get a fresh one. The proceeds to be left either
at the disposal of the Crown, as at present, or else surrendered
to the clergy of the different denominations.” But he never
would consent to it being incorporated as a part of the Consoli-
dated Revenue, whilst the proceeds of the licenses of the Church
of Rome was left at its own cisposal. (Hear!) The right of
the Church of Rome was inalienable.  So also was the right
of the Church of England. (Hear!)

Upon the division, the numbers were, Ayes 23, Nayes 28;
and the bill was carried by the casting vote of the Chairman in
its favour.

The Bill to amend the Registry Laws of Upper Canada was
read the third time, and passed as amended.

Fripay, Feb. 28,

The Resolution concerning the Rebellion Claims of Upper
Canada, p i by the C ittee of the whole on Wednesday,
was brought up.

Mr. PAPINEAU moved that the said Resolution be now con-
curred in. »

Mr. M‘DowNALD, of Glengary, moved, in amendment, that
an Address be presented to her Majesty, praying that she would
be pleased to recommend to the Imperial Parliament the pay-
meut of the Rebellion claims of Upper Canada. He looked
upon these claims in the light of war losses, incurred in defend-
ing the country from foreign invasion.

Upon the amendment being put, it was negatived ; Ayes 28,
Nays 41.

Mr. LAFONTAINE spoke at some length in French, and con-
cluded by moving a second amendment, to the effect that the
Rebellion claims of Upper Canada should not be paid unless
provision was made at the same time for paying those of Lower
Canada.

Mr. MorraTT eaid that the dment of the Member for
Terrebonne convinced him of the insincerity of his declarations
as to the payment of the losses in either portion of the Province.
The amendment was a nullity, it would bave no effect, for no
action could be taken upon it; it gave no pledge to pay the
losses of either Upper or Lower Canada.

Mr. ArTorNey GeNEraL Surra followed,

Mr. Ayrwin addressed the House in a speech extending over
one hour and twenty minutes, during the delivery of which the
Ministerial Benches were almost totally deserted. The division
being taken, there appeared for the motion 43, against it 30,
and a Bill was directed to be brought in accordingly.
