BY-LAW No. 3879.

By-Law to amend By-Law No. 33 entitled “By-Law con-
cerning Dogs.”

(ApoPTED THE 22nd JUNE 1908).

At a special meeting of the City Council of the City of
Montreal, held in the City Hall, this twenty-second day
of June, one thousand nine hundred and eight, after the
observance of the formalities prescribed in and by the act
of incorporation of the said City, at which meeting a ma-
jority of the members of the whole Council are present,
viz: Alderman N. Lapointe, acting mayor, in the chair;
Aldermen 1. A. Lapointe, Lariviére, Proulx, Yates, Cleari-
hue, M. Martin, Dagenais, Robillard, L’Espérance, Turner,
Sadler, Bumbray, Gallery, Lavallée, Leclaire, Giroux,
O’Connell, Couture, Laviolette, Gadbois, Robinson, ‘Ward,
J. B. A. Martin, Nault, Séguin, Marin, Duquette, Lévesque,
Major, Guay, David, Roy, Mount, Fraser, Carter, Lamou-
reux, Prud’homme, McKenna.

1t was ordained and enacted by the said Council as fol-
lows:

Section 1.—Sections 1, 2 and 3 of by-law No. 33 are re-
pealed and replaced by the following:

“TWyvery owner of, and every person who keeps a dog, or
who allows a dog to be kept, in the City of Montreal, shall
annually, on or before the twentieth day of May, cause
it to be registered, numbered and licensed, for one year,
from the lirst day of May, in the office of the City Trea-
surer (License Department), and shall cause it to wear a
collar, to which shall be attached a metallic plate provided
by the City and bearing the figures indicating the year
for which the license has been paid and a number corres-
ponding with that of the register kept in the said License
Department; and the said owner or keeper shall pay for
such license, which shall be subject to the provisions of
the by-law concerning assessments, taxes and licenses, the
price mentioned in said by-law.”

Section 2.—Sections 4 and 5 of the said by-law No. o
are repealed and replaced by the following:

“1t shall be the duty of the superintendent of Police,
from and after the first day of June, to cause any dog
found running at large in said City, not licensed and
collared according to the foregoing provision, to be des-
troyed, but he may, at his discretion, instead of causing
such dog to be destroyed, cause it to be impounded in a
public pound, and there kept for the space of three full
days, during which the owmner of said dog or its keeper
may recover the same on payment of the license to the
City Treasurer, and on payment to the Pound keeper of
