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the City Attorneys’ approval, and that they declared they
could not approve of same, it was

Resolved: To repeal and annull the resolution recom-
mending that the said sum be voted and that a report be
made to Council stating that this Committee regret they
cannot concur in said report of the Parks and Ferries
Committee.

13.—Submitted a letter from Dr. Louis Laberge, Medi-
cal Health Officer, anent the sanitary state of Villeray
school.

Referred to the City Hall vcommittee.

14.—Submitted the statement of attendance of officials
of the comptroller’s departmenc for the month of June.

Filed of record.

15.—The Finance Committee’s report adopted at a
meeting held the 30th of June 1209, recommending that
a delegation be sent to the convention of the Union of
Canadian Municipalities, to be held at Medecine Hat,
which report has been referred back to this Committee,
being again considered.

It was

Resolved: That the said report be repealed and an-
nulled, and to recommend to Council that a delegation
composed of His Worship the Mayor, Mr. Louis Payette,
of the 1st vice-president of the Union of Canadian Muni-
cipalities, Ald. Lavallée, of the 3rd vice-president of said
Union for the Province of Quebec, Ald. Guay or of their
representatives, be appointed to attend said convention,
and that a sum of $600 be voted for the travelling ex-
penses of the said delegates.

Ald. Séguin took his seat. !

16.—Submitted the following reports from
and Ferries Committee:

Resolved: That the said report be referred to the City
Attorneys for their opinion as to what responsibility the
City would assume by ordering the construction of said
sewer.

18.—Submitted reports from the Hygiene Committee,
asking for $5,000 to build a lodging for the caretaker of
Lévesque bath; $150,000 for a small-pox.hospital; from
the City Hall Committee for an appropriation of $6,500
for fire escapes.

Consideration of said reports was deferred.

19 —Submitted a report from the Road Committee re-
commending that New York w.uestone be substituted for
scotch flags, for certain sidewalks to be laid on Fort

street.

Resolved: To concur in said report.

20.—The Finance Committee’s report declining to con-
cur in a report from the Hygiene Committee for an ap-
propriation of $28,000 to erect a public bath in St. Denis
ward and $1,500 to purchase the land for the erection of
said bath, was again submitted.
