71, The International Commission in its letter of
30th August to the Heads of the Franco-Laotian and Viet-
nemese People's Volunteers/"Pathet Lao" Delegations
requested that the subject of the special convention be
given a high priority and that the convention be drawn
up as early as possible in view of the fact that the
withdrawal . and transfer of the Peoples Volunteers of
Vietnam were to be completed within 120 days from the
day on which the Cease Fire Agreement entered into force.
It requested further that the special convention take
into account, not only the Vietnamese who were settled
in Laos and now belonged to the Vietnamese People’s
Volunteers but also similar Vietnamese who might be
Serving in the "Pathet Lao" and French Union Forces.
