Functions and Objectives

As an official publication of the Department, the Meonthly Bulletin is
intended to reflect Canadian Government policies on external affairs. The zull=tin
cannot provide a forum for the expression of divergent points of view. The
emphasis should be on factual statements and explanations of Goverimment policies
and on special background information from Departmental sources which othetwise
would not be available to the general pblic., To this end the Bulletin will

include:

(al a current and f{ctual record of the policies ar.l actloL- cl tne
Canadian Government in external affairs;

(b) acccunts of the proceedinzs of international conferences and international
organizations;

(c) special articles on matters of interest to Canada in the field of
international affairs;

(d)' special articles on the structure and procedures of the ﬁepartment;

(e) reference material.

In the interest of GEriety and readability, however, articies of a more
general interest and less directly related to Canadian policy can be used.
Examples of such subjects of past issues are: Conference on the Antarctic, a tour
of Indian villages, the new map of India, Canadian filins honioured avroad, schemes
‘for union in Western and Equatorial Africa, the Sino~Indian border dispute,
